SHRI N. K. P SALVE; Let Mr. Vajpayee
be the Opposition Leade'r!

THE CONSTITUTION (SIXTY-FIFTH
AMENDMENT) BILL, 1990—COntd.

SHRI KAMAL MORARKA (Rajasthan);
Madam, though I also rise to support the Bill,
I would like to meet a few points raised by
Mr. Salve. On Punjab, on the substantive
Punjab situation, I think it is an all-party
consensus that elections should be held as
soon as possible, and it is with a very heavy
heart that a decision has been taken to again
postpone the elections by six months and the
Members have expressed on the other side
that this is the last time this should be done.
Well, in any case, President's rule cannot be
extended unless there is a consensus on both
sides. So on that account I feel that there
should be no fear. On the substantive issue of
Punjab, I have to only ay this. About what
Mr. Salve has said regarding Mr. Simranjit
Singh Mann, I will come to it later. Now, T
come to the other two points raised by Mr.
Salve. These are very important from the
constitutional point of view. The first is
suspension of the rule and Mr. Salve made the
point that suspension of rule should be made
in very extreme circumstances. He has quoted
Pandit Jawaharlal Nehru. I wholeheartedly
agree with him that suspension of rule should
be done as an extreme exception. Now, I want
to
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put it to Mr, Salve that in the constitutional
history and in the parliamentary history of this
country, if there is one fit case where a rule
could be suspended, I think, it is this. That is,
when there is a consensus from all sides to
make a constitutional amendment and due to
lack of majority it has fallen through, when all
sides of the House are supporting the amend-
ment, I think, it is a fit case in order. that the
same Bill could be brought in the same
Session. I would like to make the matter clear
befo're the House that the Rajya Sabha passed
a Bil! and sent it to Lok Sabha. Lok Sabha, in
its collective wisdom, did not pass that Bill,
due to whatever reasons. Lok Sabha also in its
collective wisdom, has suspended the rule,
allowed the introduction of an identical bill
and passed it and then sent it to this House. A
far as this House is concerned, that is where
the matter stands why that Bill fell through
there, who was present and who was ebsent,
frankly our House is not competent to go into
that. It was not a good trend that you were
setting in the mo'rning while asking and the
Home Minister reeling out the figures who
were present and absent in that House. These
matters should be discussed outside the House.
The Opposition is fully within its right to
exploit this point that the Government did not
muster enough strength to get that Bill passed,
but this should not form subject matter of this
House,.. {Interruptions)

SHRI G. SWAMINATHAN (Tamil Nadu);
We are now discussing this Bill. I think it is
not right to say that we should not discuss this
matter. Unless the matter comes he're, we
will not do. The reason is that the Bill has
been passed and because of this we are taking
this matter.. (Interruptions)...

SHRI KAMAL MORARKA; This is my
view and I want to deal with...
(Interruptions)... what Mr. Salve was
mentioning about Articles 368 and 356. I do
not want to teach Mr. Salve ths law because |
have learn most of my
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[Shri Kamal Morarka] law from him. The
settled law is the Supreme Court Judgement
in the Kesawanada Bharati case and that is
the settled law as far as the Parlia ment's
power under Article 368 is concerned, I beg
to differ from Mr. Salve. If Mr. Salve speaks
of limitless power, I shudder to think of a
Parliament which tomorrow removes adult
franchise or removes the federal structure or
remove? equality between caste and sex and
'religion. Well, I don't think that Parliament's
power iy limitless. It has to be within the
bounds of some limits. The Supreme) Court
has left the "basic structure" vague. They
have net defined it. They have left it fo'r some
future Parliament end for some future court to
come to grips with. So, I don't think that the
Parliament's power under Article 368 is
limitless. Parliament has wide powers. But it
is within the limits of the basic structure of
the Constitution as envisaged or seen the
Parliament of the day or the Supereme Court
of the day from time to time.

The other thing (Mr. Salve said is this. He
said. "From our Party we want to say that any
interference with Article 356 will ultimately
mean emergency powe'rs. " L just want to put
the record straight.

SHRI N. K. P. SALVE; What I said is that
there are certain balances and checks built
into the” Constitution. We should not destroy
those balances and checks on the crucible of
Atrticle 368, In that context I said that Article
356 happens to fall under the emergency
provisions. Therefore, whenever you £»re
tinkering with it, you have >; o exercise extra
caution and circumspection. That is my view.

SHRI KAMAL MORARKA: The point is
well taken. The only thing we want to say
from our side is that Article 356, i. e.
President's rule, though it 'falls within th,
emergency powers, does not suspend the
Fundamental Rights. Now,. j9th Amendment
to the Constitution was introduced despite
severe opposition from our side.

(65th Amdt. ) Bill, 1990 28

SHRI N. K. P. SALVE; I do not want to
interrupt you every time. But I have never
said that it is in conflict with the Fundamental
Rights. I only said that, it provides for certain
check; and balances and when you tinker with
them, you have to be very cautious and
careful.

SHRI KAMAL MORARKA; I only want
to reassert that I don't think that anybody is
more qualified to exercise caution than those
sitting on this side of the House who have
fought with every tampering or every misuse
of the emergency provisions of the Cons-
titution. I can assu're you that the Janata Dal
or the National Front Gov. ernment will do
nothing to misuse least of all abuse the
emergency provisions of the Constitution.
Article 356 should be used in extreme
circumstances and Punjab is en extreme
circumstances. Everybody understands that. I
just want to make it clear that we are against
anything which tinkers with the Fundamental
Rights of the citizens. The 59th Amendment
was repealed due to that reason. Shri Shiv
Shanke'rji asked—he is not here— if we are
bringing this Bill, then why we reapealed the
59th Amendment. The 59th Amendment took
away the ri?ht to life liberty. This Bill does
not. That is the basic point I wat: t to make. I
do not want to enter into the Punjab situation.
It was discussed last time. I support this Bill
end since there is an all-P'rty consensus, we
should pass it. Mr. Salve also began by
supporting the Bill. So, there is ho difference
of opinion on that point Thank you,

KUIMARI CHANDRIKA PREMIJI
KENIA: Madam Vice-Chairman., let me at
the inception share my feelings and emotions
when I stand here to make my maiden speech
in the Rajya Sabha. It is indeed a great
moment for me to open my innings in this
august House as a sole representative of Shiv
Sena, the party which makes no secret about
its staunch support for Hinduism. Madam, I
sincerely believe that to understand and to
preserve and even to propagate and be proved
of one's culture is not tantamount to being
communal. No doubt it is a great moment for
me but the feeling which I want to express on
Punjab are essentially those of anguish,
anguish at the inhuman, gruesome killings for
the last seven years culminating in Batala
death toll of 40 and more poor helpless
innocent children and women at the hands of
the terrorists. These acts have become a
terrible blot on the democratic fibre of the
nation, anguish at the demand for Khalistan
which has shaken the very roots of our
national integrity
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and unity. - My party feels that our first
priority ought to be not only restoration of
law and order but also restoration of the faith
of the people in the machinery fo'r preservation
of law and order. 1 feel that the security of the
mam in "the street is asimportant as
the security meant for VIPs. The
National Front Government did approach
this gigan-tic problem with an open mind
instead of pursuing a confrontationist ap-
proach adopted by the previous Gov ernment.
It was indeed a very beht-ting gesture on the
part of the hon. Prime Minister who
immediately afte, taking over the reigns of
National Front Government visited Amritsar
and won the hearts of millions of people in
Punjab and admiration of the nation as a
whole. The all-party convention was another
feather in the cap of the National Front
Government. However, may 1 respectfully
remind that the tempo and pace has not been/ »
maintained.

SARDAR JAGIJIT SINGH AURORA
(Punjab); Sir,..

MR. CHAIRMAN; I know the Home
Minister has been called, but as a special
case I call Mr. Aurora who is from
Punjab and he has promised to stick to
his time. He will finish iti. in five
minutes.

SHRI G, SWAMINATHAN; Sir, it is
not fair.

MR. CHAIRMAN; What is not fair?

SHRI G. SWAMINATHAN; Sir, 1
was called to speak and I was on my
legs. But some Members wanted the
voting then and I was asked to yield and
I yielded. But now somebody is being
called to speak,

MR. CHAIRMAN; I did not know that
you were cailled. You complete now and
then Mr. Aurora will speak and then the
voting will take place.

SHRI G. SWAMINATHAN; Sir, [ am
in some sort of a disadvantageous
position. I had been identified and I was
asked to speak. When I wag on 'my legs,
some Members wanted the voting to take
place and I was asked to sit down.

I would like to make only two or three
points. The. Government has
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[Shri G. Swaminathan]

come forward to say that it will hold the
ielections there within a period of six
months. But I do not know how they are
going to conduct the elections end I do
not know what their programme is now
to hold the elections within this period.
There is no concrete plan which has been
given. As has been pointed out by Mr.
Ahluwalia, whatever argument was given
before is being given now also and I do
not think that though there has been a
change of Government, there has been
any change in the argument. But we are
not certain whether the elections will be
held after six months and we want a clear
assurance, a certain assurance, that the
elections will be held after six months
and we would like to be informed as to
what exactly they are going to do in this
matter.

Sir. the terrorist activities are no* ohly
increasing in Punjab and Kashmir, but
they are also spreading in other parts of
India. The terrorist activities are going on
and are enormously increasing as per the
Home Ministry's Report. The point that I
wish to make is that the main reason ' why
the terrorist activities have increased, why
there is a feeling among the public that
this Government will pot be able to
control the situation eithefr in Punjab or in
Kashmir, is tfext the Government is
lackadaisical in its attempt and is soft-
pedalling the whale issue and we have
been saying this and the other Opposition
parties also have been saying this. Even
the former Prime Minister has said that
this Government has no sure policies' and
is soft towards the terrorists in Kashmir
and Punjab. It is greatly disputed. But I
want to bring to your notice one thing and
it is this that this Government is a peculiar
Government in the sense that they are in a
minority though they say that they are
being, critically supported from outside by
the BJP and the Left Parties. The BJP held
its conference recently in Calcutta and
two important statements have been,
issued by
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the BJP. One is by the honourable
Member of the Lok Sabha, Shri L. K.
Advani, and the other by an honourable
Member of this House, Shri Vajpayee. In
both of these statements they have said
that the BJP today is sounding a note of
caution that the politics of consensus has
inherent limitations. This is what they
say while analysing the reasons why we
ate not able to control the situation in
Punjab and Kashmir. Shri Advani hag
said that the politics of consensus has its
limitations and this approach should not
be allowed to become an aMbi tm
inaction. This is not what the Congress
(]) dr the AIADMK says. But this is
what a major party like the' BJP. which
is supporting this Government, on whose
support the present Government is
standing, is saying. It says that it is
becoming an alibi for inaction. This is
there in the statements that they have
issued.

SHRI SAT PAUL MITTAL. (Nomi-
nated): Are yon objecting to those
Members speaking the truth?

SHRI G. SWAMINATHAN; I am not
objecting. But this is what the people
whq are in power are objecting to. I am
not objecting to it. Again, it has been
stated by the honourable Member, Shri
Vajpayee, as to why there has been an
increase in violence.

ITHE VICE CHAIRMAN (dr. G.
VIJAYA MOHAN BEM>Y) in the
ehair]

It has been stated by him in the statement
that the soft policies of tha present
Government, lack of a clear-cut policy
and understanding of ground realities in
Punjab, have been the reasons for the
escalation of violence in the country.
This is the statement that has been
reported in the press, The wonderful
thing is that this is a Government which
is being supported by two patties from
outside. I feel, s an ordinary citizen from
outside and as a Member of Parliament,
that when a Government is being
supported by two major parties, one is
BJP and the othefc is the CPM and other
parties, and when both the
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parties are criticising Mot only in this
House, not only outside but also in the
othe, House, it is very confusing. This
Government is being criticised by the
CPM in this House and also in the othet
House by the same party which is
supporting. Now people do not
understand, since they are criticising the
Government and still saying that they are
supporting the Government, OR whose
support the Goveinment is standing.
(Interruptions) That is the very reason
why the people are very much confused
ablaut this Government end its attitude.
They feel that this Government itself is a
government o* inaction and the
supporting parties are attacking the
Government on all its major policies, BJP
is attacking the Government on Kashmir
BJP is attacking the Government on
Punjab. BJP is  attacking the
Government  on, all its economic
issues, ineiudinfj the Budget. When they
are attacking the Government
outside, then 'how do they support
this Government? With this kind of
support and  with this  kind of
minority Government, people have
lost confidence that they will be able to
control the escalation in Punjab. This
Government is not a firm Govern” ment.
It is a weak Government. 1 charge that
this is a weak Government. People feel
that this Government does not have the
support and they will not be able to
control the situation. Otherwise, at least
you do one thing. You get your BJP and
the Marxist Patties inside the Govern,
ment. At least, then you will have the
cohesive authority at 4 Government. Now,
Sir, this party is being dictated from
outside. This is a party which has got no
authority. Now Mr. Advani says that he
had asked this Goveinment to appoint
Mr. Jagmohan M Governor. Had he
known: that the Marxist parties have their
own reservations. I would hot have
recommend. Mr- Jagmohaa to be the
Governor. It is the Bhartiya Janata Party
which i dictating terms from outside. But
itis not taking any responsibility for
this thing. If you wantto have
credibility in this country, they should
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take both these patties in. Or you have a
national Government. It has been said by
Vajpayeeji. You have a national
Government with Rajiv Gandhi of the
majority party as the Prime Minister. In
that case, most probably, you will have a
strong Government. You are chasing
Bofors. You are chasing othe'r things and
you have lost the confidence.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (DR. G.

SHRI G. SWAMINATHAN; And you
will not be able tp discharge your duties
in the interest of Punjab. Thank you.

SARDAR JAGIJIT SINGH AURORA,;
Mr. Chairman, SiV, I have repeatedly
said earlier and I would like to say it
again that by passing ,n Amend. ment to
extend the President's rule in Punjab you
are making a grave mistake and you are
doing injustice to the State. You are
further eroding the faith of the people of
Punjab which had been reposed in you
when this Government came into power
The National Front Government and its
allies had' committed themselves to start
the democratic institutions through value-
based politics. This step is in negation of
that commitment. The postponement of
elections cannot be justified on the plea
of lack of congenial atmosphere in
Punjab. Was the atmosphere in Bihar
congenial in February when elections
took place? Was the atmosphere in Nami-
bia congenial when elections took place
there? We had our own representative
who was sent to Namibia. In fact, if the
experience of President's rule du-Ving the
last six years is any guide, then everyone
should realise that the accelerated
violence in Punjab today is because of the
President's rule and that the President's
rule cannot create a congenial
atmosphere. I am

not wrong in saying that a strong feeling
has developed that the minority opinion
of the political parties that cannot win
election; in Punjab have succeeded with
the help of the majority opinion outside
Punjab to have their way in postponing
the election in Punjab. This can only
cause frustration and strained relations.
The minority opinion is held responsible
for denying the onset of democratic
process. The existing situation in Batala
after the recent bomb explosion and the
violence that (followed it is a definite
pointer to this fact.

The President' Rule in Punjab during
1983—85 increased violence though it
was intended to check it. The Operation
Blue Star the assassination of Mrs. Indira
Gandhi ,nd the November 1984 killings
in Delhi and elsewhere also finished the
Congress as a force among the Sikhs.
The second phase, that is the present
phase since 1987, has increased militancy
and separatism. Lately more
sophisticated weapons, bombs, rockets
and the like have appeared on the scene.
Meanwhile the SGPC and moderate
Akali leadership and other political
parties have almost become irrelevant in
Punjab. On the other side, the draconian
laws and the repressive police raj.
Specially during the period of the last
Government in Delhi, have wrecked
untold repression on the common man.
The judiciary and the civil administration
had ceased to function. Recently, steps
have been taken to get the civil
administration functioning in Punjab. But
the latest effort to take stronger measures
against the terrorists will again bring
back oppression at the expense of the
more acceptable and humane civil
administration. The President's Rule can
only cause greater alienation and
strengthen the cause of anti-national
elements. Of course, it suits our friendly
neighbour—friendly with a question
mark-and gives an opportunity to
continue with its proxy hostilities
without
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declaring war. Needless to say that a
disturbed Punjab with an extremely
unsatisfactory situation in Jammu and
Kashmir does make our Western front
more vulnerable. In this connection I
would like to quote the following:

"Considered one of the most de-
cisive moments in world history, in
American Civil War, President Lincoln
faced a situation where the heavy
casualties from the battle-field shocked
and horrified the people on the home-
front. Some  people  suggested
postponement or suspending elections
during the crisis, but Abraham Lincoln
pointed out, 'we cannot have free Gov-
ernment without elections. And S the
rebellion could force us to forego a
postponement of national election it
might fairly claim to have already

PROF. CHANDRESH P. THAKUR: Sir, I
seek your protection of my right to speak.
This is a separate amendment and not a part
of Mr. \hluwalia's amendment.

Mr. Chairman, we are all concerned about
Punjab but, more than that, we are concerned
about stability of the democratic institutions
and democratic processes in the country. We
are here as products of the democratic process
and democratic institutions. We love to be
democrats and we would like to see India to
be a viable democracy. But, Sir, over the
years we have found that several sources of
attack have been mounted on democratic
processes, and Punjab is a classic case. It
seems that the capacity of the Government to
govern is impaired today and, in my
amendment I have suggested that rather than
simply saying that you promise to have
election after six months, there should be
definite evidence of earnestness and fairness
of such steps which will set the nrocess of
calling the election and"setting up an elected
Government in Punjab.

Particularly, Sir, evidences have been
gathered (from all over the country and in
some States, more particularly, that there are
many ways to
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impair the democratic processes. Electoral
rolls are rigged. I would like to get an
assurance from the honourable Minister that
in Punjab the electoral rolls will b, fully com-
plete, that no person, willingly interested and
capable, finds his name missing on the
electoral roll. Secondly, Mr. Chairman, the
effectiveness of the civil administration is a
precondition for a fair and free election.

MR. CHAIRMAN: Are you pressing your
amendment or not? That's all.

PROF. CHANDRESH P. THAKUR: I am
pressing my amendment. Let me make, my
point, Sir.

MR. CHAIRMAN: But don't speak for
long. You promised, and now you stick to
your promise please.

PROF. CHANDRESH P. THAKUR: In
order for the Government to fulfil its
promise, it will have to ensure that the civil
administration is in position and functioning
effectively— as doubts have been raised with
regard to the efficacy of the civil
administration.

The last point—I had said "last"
earlier* but this is the test—MTr.
Chairman,, you will agree/you are a
great democrat and you are the custodian
of the democratic institution......
