PROF. C. LAKSHVANNA (Apihra
Pradesh): Mr. Chairman, Sir, today is
no! a day of reticement irom Rajiva
Sabha for me, It is a day of refiee-
tion and jntrosp :iion for me. Sir six
years ago, I came o the Rajva Sa.ha,
Before that, for 25 years I was a tea-
cher. I was talking to the wveleran
Telugu journalist, Shri Naria. He sa:d,
“You have been a guod tcacher, It also
means you had beeh & goog student.
Ang being 5 3ood studen* yoy have
great opportunities when you enter
Rajya Sabha”.  Sir, it was so true.
When I .came 1o this House the first
thing I learnt was this. Sir as you
are aware, you have yourself been a
teacher, I useq tq ieach the class for
45-50 minues. I stood up and talked
for 45—60 minuizs, When 7 came
here, our party’s strengh +vas five.
Therefore, I hag to speak from five
minuteg to a higher limit which depen-
ded upon me. Therefore, the first
thing I had to learn was how (6 sa¥
what I had to say in the limiteg time
that was available to me. This was a
great lesson. I thing it is 5 great
lesson for anybody to be able to speak
in the limiteq tim, that ig availahle.

The second lesson was, 1 used to
talk all the time when I was in the
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class. I had to learn, for the first
time, that I have to listen all the time
sitting in the House, As yoy are
aware, I used to spend considerable
time in the ¥ouse, So I hag to sit
for hours and hours listening o others
ang in the process learn from what
they had been saying. This was my
second lesson.

The third lesson was, I used to
know only how to order, That was
the privilege of a teacher. The teacher
cap order anybody in the class and get
away with jt. When I came pere,
my very first .Xperience wes to be
ordered. It was Question, Hour I
raised my hand. But I qid not get
an opportunity. I felt very bad.
Then I weng inside to your predeces-
sor, Mr. Hidayalullah and he said:
“Look, your raising the hand does not
mean anything. You will speak only
when 1 say you speak”. This was the
third lesson I learnt—to be ordered.

These things make an individual
grow. Rajya Sabha has given me an
opportunity to grow. I think, during
the 1last six years, T Mave grown
much more in terms of learninz than
I had done previcus to that,

Sir, certain things come to my mind.
I had the privilege of knowing many
changeg in the ijouse. We had three
Chairmen. We hag Mr, Hidayatul-
lab's wit, Mr. Veakatariman's tact
and your affection in abundance 1o the
Members, With affection, you pave
been controlling. Each hal a way of
controlling the House gnj each dis-
tinguished himself. 1 thiuk we have
to learn from this.

Sir, we had four Deputy Chairmen—
two of them very charming women
ang two of them charming geptlemen.
But I can pever forget the kindness
with which Dr. Najma Heptulla treated
me as a member of the House.

She has always Heen king and Zene-
rous to me, ang I would like to ac-
knowledge it on the floor of the Iouse.

Similarly, Sir,—and it is very

strange—we haq only two leaders of
the Opposition, There have beer
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many leaderg of groups, put we had
only two Leaders of the Oppositicn
anq it so happeacd that heth of them
hag just interchangeq their places, Ore
who was the Leader of the Opposition
is now the Lealer of the House and
one who was the Leader of the House
is now the Leader of the Opposition,
So, we hag *wo Leaders who {ried
to lessen the tensions yhich have been
prevailing in the lwuise, But, Sir, I
think we had the largest number of
Leaders of the House. The first one,
when I came  was Shri Pranab
Mukherjee, Then we had Shri
Vishwanafh Pratap Singh; then we had
Shri Narain Datt Tewari. Now it is
Shri @urupadaswamy. Sir, each one
of them had contribuieg to the great-
ness of this House,

Sir, there was also another change.
Initially I was sitiing on the other
side. Even though my voice does
not sometimes rise, I was fcrced to
make myself ieel that 1 should raise
my voice, but failed. When I raised
my vogice on issues, I think, thep I
did not fail, perhaps. But when T
triegy to raise my voice to go above
the gin—about which there has been
a reference—I think, very often 1
failed to raise mv vcice above the
din, Then, Sir, as things happened,
I came to this side. It is a great
change. The way in which one has to
adjust, one has to believe it and, if
one has to believe it, one has to ex-
perience it. So, sir, that is another
great change. It has only reminded
me that 'we are living in continuously
changing times. Change is the order
of society, change is the order of time:
I think this great truth has been bro-
ught to us more eloquently by our
being in this House more than any-
thing else.

Also, Sir, during this period the
party to which I belong wunderwent
a sea-change. We were in power and
we were thrown out of power—by
whatever the mechanism was. We
came back To power and now, again
we are out of power. That means it is
only a cycle, pethaps. A time may
come again, perhaps, when my party
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will be in power. So. what does it
teach us? It teaches us that we have
to articulate and adjust ourselves to
ihe tides of time. I think that is ano-
ther great lesson I have learnt in

this House.

Sir, I will be failing it my duty if
I do not thank the staff here. Either
in the Notice Office or in the House
or in the Table Office or anywhere
else, they have been extremely kind.
Especially, when I had the privilege
of working on the Committees, the
kind of help I received, 1 think, I
cannot easily forget, I think, when I
step into some other avocation, per-
haps. 1 will not have the same kind
of sl'lpport I have had here because
I did not have such support in my
earlier career as a teacher in a Uni-
" versity. Thereforé, I would like to
place on record my appreciation and
thanks for all that has been done by
the staff belonging to the Rajya
Sabha Secretariat

Sir, another thing which makes me
feel very happy and to which there
has been a reference earlier—is the
comradeship which the entire House
maintained, Sir, I still remember one
incident. I had an occasion {o speak
on a subject and was quite critical
of the then Government. After my
speech when I went into the lobby,
one Member from the then Treasury
Benches—I do not want to mention
the name—came t{o me and said, con-
gratulations! I was taken aback. He
immediately said: Look. I congratu-
late you on the way you presented
your views; not necessarily that I
agree with what you have said. Sir,
that is the strength of this House—
ihe comradeship in which all the
Members of this House funection.

Therefore, Sir, when I sit and re-
flect—which I have to do very often
and which I have been doing—many
sweet memories of this august House
flash before my inner eye during the
bliss of solitude.
