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those existing employees who have 
not opted for the combatisa- 
tion scheme;  and 

(e) what is the number of mi- 
nisterial staff personnel on depu- 
tation to the ITBP from Central 
Secretariat Services and what is 
the impact of their continued 
stay in ITBP on the promotional 
prospects of others? 

THE MINISTER OF HOME 
AFFAIRS (SHRI MUFTI MO- 
HAMMAD SAYEED): (a) and (b) 
The non-recognised Ministerial 
Staff Association, ITBP has re- 
presented for withdrawal of the 
combatisation scheme. In view of 
the poor response, the scheme is 
under review. 

(c) The orders regarding com- 
batisation of civilian posts in CRPF 
Hospitals issued on 19-9-89 are on 
the same lines as the one issued in 
respect of ITBP. 

(d) A favourable response to 
the combatisation scheme was anti- 
cipated. Hence, a provision for 
allowing non-optees to continue 
in the civilian posts till superan- 
nuation was made, with a view to 
avoiding  any  hardship  to  them. 

(e) Three members of the Cen- 
tral Secretariat Services are on 
deputation to ITBP. Two of  them 
were given extension of deputation 
for one year beyond the initial three- 
year period, according to the rules, 
in the   public   interest.
