venue expenditure of the Central Govern- 
ment as Budgeted for, was Rs. 59,642 
crores while the allocation for Education 
in the Revenue budget was Rs. 1577.64 
crores which works out to 2.64 per cent. 

The allocation for the Department of 
Education in the Central budget for 1990- 
91 just presented to Parliament (Revenue 
expenditure) is Rs. 1709.47 crores. This 
involves an increase of about 8 per cent 
over the allocation for the previous year.
