THE POPULATION CONTROL BILL, 2000 -contd.

DR. Y. RADHAKRISHNA MURTY (Andhra Pradesh): Madam Deputy
Chairperson, | have carefully gone through the Bill. | am really appalled at the
obsession of the hon. Member who had introduced this Bill; at the "growing
population assuming alarming proportions". | am also amused at his erudition
of the economics when he came to the conclusion that slums, shortage of
houses and unemployment are due to the growing population. He seems to be
underplaying or even unaware of the other important causes like our own
failure of planning, either at the conceptual level or
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at the implementation level, resulting in wide and gaping disparities, both in
wealth and opportunities, in disregard of our own Constitutional directives.
Having failed to arrive at a correct diagnosis of this social ailment, his
prescription of incentives and disincentives as the remedy for population control
is understandable. He suggests all sorts of disincentives for bringing down the
population growth. He has disapproved having a third child and suggests all
sorts of disincentives if they do so thank God, he has stopped short of denying
them the voting right | Have we ever thought that poverty itself can be a cause
for the high growth of population? It need not be vice-versa. Of course, there is
no difference of opinion on the question of bringing down the rate of growth of
population. The hon. Member is well read, well informed and very articulate.
But the questions he should ask himself are: Why is there no alarming
population growth in the European countries? Why was there actually a
negative growth in the erstwhile USSR? Why is the growth rate in the USA
marginal? Even that rise is attributed to migration. Why is the growth rate in
most sub-Saharan African countries very high? Why is it that, in our own
country, in what they call, God's own land, Kerala, the TFR is the lowest and
comparable to that of some European countries? Why is it that in our own
country, the most God-fearing States, the so-called BIMARU States, the TFR is
comparable to that of some of the sub-Saharan African countries? The answer
is 'education’, the answer is 'women's education’, the answer is 'health’, the
answer is 'woman's empowerment', the answer is 'lack of superstition like
preference to male child', and the answer is 'end to the practice of child
marriage'. Should we not concentrate more on these, determining factors
before asking for incentives and disincentives? Madam, let us look back a little.
There was the Cairo Conference in 1994 and that was an international
conference on population. We are a signatory to the Cairo Declaration. The'
gist of the Declaration was that there should not be targets no-target approach,
as they call it--and there should not be incentives, nor should there be
disincentives. Look at our own Committees. We had constituted a Committee
under the chairmanship of the famous scientist, Dr. M.S. Swaminathan. He had
given a very good report in 1994 itself wherein he also said that there should
not be a target approach, there should not be incentives and disincentives and
the concentration of our efforts should be more on child health, women's
health, care of the girl child and other socioeconomic factors. Our own Ministry
of Health and Family Welfare had brought out what they called the National
Population Policy, 2000 in last
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February. Of course, there was a liberal sprinkling of incentives in that policy,
but there were no targets, and no disincentives were prescribed. But some of
our over-enthusiastic State Governments, with their half-baked expertise,
more of a political nature than of a professional one, have come up with
schemes, with target approaches and disincentives, both economic and
political. And that has attracted a lot of criticism that these measures are not
only non-productive but also positively harmful to both women and the poor
and also the minorities and their sentiments, therefore, | say that the diagnosis
the hon. Member has made is flawed and the prescriptions he has given have
got plenty of harmful side-effects and, therefore, deserve rejection. Thank you.

SHRIMATI VANGA GEETHA (Andhra Pradesh): Thank you, Mr.

Vice-Chairman, for giving me this opportunity to speak on this Bill. Sir, | am
going to speak in Telugu. | have already given notice.

T Mr. Vice Chairman, Sir, the population growth has become a curse
for our country. Ours is a country with rich heritage and natural resources.

T English translation of the original speech delivered in Telugu.
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In spite of being a rich country we are unable to enjoy its richness due to
alarming increase in population. This tremendous increase in population
affects all benefits of development that take place in the country. It creates
unemployment and health problems and paves way for extremism and
terrorism too. This increase in population demands more facilities demanding
more funds. Proper medical facilities are not available for the urban and rural
population. Women are the worst victims of lack of medical facilities.

Population explosion has become a stumbling block in the way of
development of the country. The Government is taking a number of steps to
contain the population growth. It is trying to create employment opportunities
and provide funds from the banks to start Small Scale Industries and also
launch developmental and welfare measures, but still it is unable to achieve
the target. The growing population is impeding all its efforts. Government has
taken up a number of measures. The report submitted by the World Bank in
1993 says that our country is spending less than other developing countries
for solving the problem of population explosion. This was the comment made
by the World Bank. In spite of that funds are not utilized properly while
implementing the policies. This was also mentioned in the report. The
Government should make a note of this and try to improve. The increasing
population leading to unemployment gives rise to crimes in the country
particularly relating to robberies and extortions. It disturbs peace and creates
law and order problem in the country. The Government has to take effective
steps to contain population growth and introduce more family planning
schemes. It should allocate funds and see that the funds are properly and
completely utilized. The responsibility lies with the government employees,
politicians and each and every citizen of this country.

Let us take villages for example. When we talk to any doctor in a
vilage we hear from him that the women are under lot of pressure. If any
family planning measure is to be adopted it is the woman who is forced to
undergo that. Somehow the responsibility hovers around woman only.

Our country has a rich heritage. We have so many rivers flowing in
our country. But then we are unable to utilize the resources at our disposal to
the maximum. Our country stands next to China as far as population is
concerned. Every year there is an increase of 17 million population. If we view
it in a positive way we are having more of human resource. But we are unable
to make use of our natural resources. Huge quantity of water of our rivers
flows waste into the sea. We need more water for irrigating
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agricultural lands. We need more and more produce. If we can properly make
use of our available resources, | think it is not difficult to tackle the problem of
growing population.

We should make people self-conscious about the need to have a
small family. In our country we give lot of importance to our traditions and
culture. It is more in rural areas. So, people living in villages are hesitant to
know or implement these family planning measures. Even today we find
couples wanting a male child after having four daughters. We also find people
who feel sterilization is a sin. The responsibility of removing such superstitions
also lies with us. The major reason for this is illiteracy. We have to bring
awareness among people by educating them; more so in case of women living
in villages who are not aware of the problems of the country.

In order to make people self-conscious about the need to have a
small family, we should not depend just on Government agencies on which the
policy-making politicians fall back, but involve voluntary organizations. The
focus should be more on the people living in remote villages.

Another area of concern is health. In 1983 a report was submitted
under National Population Policy. The report says that there are five beds in a
hospital for one thousand patients, and one doctor for 30,000 patients. In a
few States like Andhra Pradesh, Maharashtra and Uttar Pradesh there is one
doctor for fifteen to twenty thousand patients. In other States the doctor
patients ratio is 1:30,000. This is also an area where improvement is required.
We all know that health is wealth. If health is neglected everything is
neglected. Having such a large population without proper medical care will
adversely affect the progress of the country instead of turning the population
into an asset.

When we take education into consideration, even there we find the
ratio of schools and teachers not up to the mark. We have to setup more
schools. The minimum age for marriage is eighteen for girls but we come
across many child marriages taking place in the villages of our country even
today. A thirteen-year-old girl being married off, is also a cause of population
explosion. For example if we take the State of Kerala, which has eighty per
cent literacy rate, we find women getting married between the age 25 to 30
yrs. This is the right age when the women have proper awareness. But in other
states where the literacy rate is low, we find people carried away by traditions,
superstitions, culture etc. and so a child who is
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fifteen year old becomes a mother, which causes many health problems. Even
in the National Population Policy we do not find any importance given to
women as such. The involvement of women is equally important and so they
should be given an opportunity to participate in the formulation and
implementation of the policy. They should be encouraged so that more
awareness can be brought in.

Sir, my second suggestion is that National Development Policy
should be dovetailed to the National Policy. If the welfare programmes are
linked to the family planning programmes it will help solve the problem of
population to a large extent. If every citizen has to benefit from the facilities
provided by the Government, they should be asked to follow the norms. The
small family norm should form part of eligibility criteria to the legislators.

Our Hon'ble Chief Minister Shri Chandra Babu Naidu has made this a
condition to contest polls to the local bodies. Those who have more than two
children are not eligible to contest the elections. Every one should work
towards this. Everyone should think of the development of our country. We
should work for a progressive, healthy and rich country; rich in heritage and
culture. We should all feel proud to say that it is 'Our Nation'. Only when such
a feeling emerges in each and every citizen of our country we can find solution
to the problem of population growth.

We should see that the funds allocated serve the purpose by
reaching the target. It is not necessary to repeat that the country shall be
doomed if population growth is not contained. So, through you, Sir, | request
the Hon'ble Minister to brood over and provide effective measures of
population control. Thank you.

SHRI S. VIDUTHALAI VIRUMBI (Tamil Nadu): Mr. Vice-Chairman,
Sir, even though the subject that we are discussing is about population
control, it is totally connected with the National Population Policy. Sir, at the
outset, | want to make my stand very clear that as far as the intention behind
the Bill is concerned, | support it. But | totally oppose the remedy prescribed in
the Bill.  am not supporting that remedy. Therefore, | have decided to address
the intention which is behind this Bill. Sir, the Bill is regarding population
control. The intention may be to see that the future generation lives in
comforts in terms of its needs. Sir, about population policy, there are three
approaches. First is immediate attention; second is medium attention and the
third is long-term. Here, | would like to quote from the Annual Report of the
Ministry of Health and Family Welfare,
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2000-2001. On pages 195-.196, it says, "The immediate objective of the
National Population Policy is to address the urgent need of contraception,
health infrastructure, health personnel and to provide integrated service
delivery for basic reproductive and child healthcare. The medium term
objective is to bring the total fertility rates to replacement level by 2010 A.D.
through various implementations of inter-sectoral operational strategies. The
long term objective is to achieve population stabilisation by 2045 A.D. by a
level consistent with the requirements of sustainable economic growth, social
development and environment protection." So, these are the immediate,
medium and long term objectives of the National Population Policy.

Sir, this has not sprung up in our mind, all of a sudden. We have to go
a long way. In 1978, a conference was held in Alma Ata. In that conference,
the declaration 'Health for all by the year 2000' was passed. We accepted that
declaration through our National Health Policy of 1983. But, still, we have to go
a long way. Even though this declaration was passed in 1978 in Alma Ata, we
are proud that we accepted it in the year 1983. When we go through the
committee report submitted by Sir Joseph Bhore in 1946, we find that it was
envisaged long ago. Thereafter, there were several committees, like the
Maduliar Committee, the Kartar Singh Committee, the Ramalingaswamy
Committee, etc. There were several committees which had dealt with this
subject. The recommendations of those committees were implemented. As a
result of that, we find so many primary health centres throughout the country.
These primary health centres are serving our people, because it was decided
by Sir Joseph Bhore in 1946. Like that, if you go through the reports of various
committees, you can find that we were far advanced, compared to other
countries. Sir, we have also achieved some positive results. The crude death
rate which was 22.8, about five decades ago, has come down to 10.1. The
infant mortality rate has come down from .146 per thousand to 79 per
thousand. Life expectancy for male has gone up from 37.1 to 62.2. Sir, 50
years ago, female life expectancy was only 36; one year less than that of male
life expectancy. But now female life expectancy has surpassed male life
expectancy, and it is now 63.4. It clearly shows that there is a lot of addiction in
males of our country. That is what | 'feel. Therefore, Sir, when we go through
all these, we should see whether we have done it properly or not. There is a
suspicion not only in the mind of the common man, but also in the mind of the
Prime Minister. The then Prime Minister while addressing the convocation at
the All India Institute of Medical Sciences in 1998, said that 'we are far from
adequate'.
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He, actually, called for reforms in the healthcare system. For that, he advised
that there should be advances in the field of medicines, as we have
throughout the world, as well as in the infrastructure facilities for healthcare.
He said that it should be provided to the common man; it should be accessible
and affordable to the common man. That was what was envisaged .by the
then Prime Minister in 1998. He had taken some action also in that direction.
Whether his taking action was correct or not, | would give you the percentage
of expenditure in relation to the GDP, as far as the health sector is concerned.
The allocation during 1951-61, it was 3+ percent. During 1964-74, it came
down to 2+ percent. From 3+, it came down to 2+ percent. From the Fifth to
the Eighth Plan, it went down further to 1+%. It came down from 3+%, during
1951-61, to 2+% during 1961-74. And, by the Eighth Plan, it came down to just
1+%. The allocation had been reduced from Plan to Plan.

Subsequently, from the Ninth Plan, it has gone up from 1% to 2.25%,
thanks to the efforts made by the NDA Government. Now it is 2.25%, for the
health care. It is a two-step-forward action, not one-step-forward action. | don't
want to praise this move immediately. If the targets are achieved, as we have
envisaged, only then | would praise it fully. | am merely saying this just to
show that the NDA Government is marching in the right direction.

Madam, why are we talking of stabilising the population? It is going to
be achieved only in 2045. What is the need for it? It is simply because we
have to give good education to our children and extend the basic amenities
like sanitation, safe drinking water, and housing. Because of the problem of
growing population, we are not able to provide these things. Because we are
not able to provide these facilities, the population bomb is exploding. The rise
in population and the problems mentioned above are interlinked.

Our country has a land share of only 2.42% of the entire world's land
mass. Ten years ago, we reached a population, which was more than 16% of
the world's population. Now it is expected to go up to 20%. Therefore, the
problems we are confronting in the Indian Sub-continent are different from the
problems faced in other continents like Europe or US. Therefore, we must
approach this problem in a right way to see that the targets we have fixed in
the Ninth Plan are achieved without fail. For this purpose, we have to see to it
that the provisions proposed in this Bill are properly dealt with.  This Bill
should not have been prepared by hon. friend,

Shri Shukla, but by our hon. Home Minister, Shri L.K. Advani. Shri Shukla
would not have spoken the way he had, if he been of rriy age. It is only
because of his age that he has spoken like that. When he reaches my age,
he would understand. That is why | repudiated the remedies he had
suggested, like non-allotment of houses, non-providing Government staff,
disqualification from contesting elections even for cooperatives,
withholding promotions, disqualifying people from applying for jobs. The
steps suggested are punitive in nature.

Two days before also | had suggested a thing. If the population is
not controlled, it would, automatically, create unemployment. Once there is
unemployment, it would lead to unrest in the society. Once there is unrest
in the society, it would lead to increased violence. When there is violence,
then the basic structure of democracy would be in danger. Sir, as |
understand, there is no other better system than democracy. | know that in
democracy, there are some inherent weaknesses. Compared to other
systems, the weaknesses in a democracy are the least. Other systems
have far more weaknesses. Human beings have not found any system
which is better than the democratic system. Therefore, whether we will or
not, we have to accept this system. If the system is in danger, it means, we
must be very careful.

Otherwise, our generations will be spoiled. If unemployment
problem continues, then there is no other way because our economy is
based on agriculture and allied industries. If we are not able to solve our
problem through agriculture, then migration will take place to the cities.
Already many people have migrated to Mumbai, Kolkata, Delhi and
Chennai. Sir, ten years before, i.e. in 1991, the population of Mumbai was
12.6 million, the population of Kolkata was 11.02 million, the population of
Delhi was 8.42 million and population of Chennai was 5.42 million. If we
take the last 30 years into account, we find that our population has
doubled. Every year 8 to 10 lakh people are added to the population of
these cities. If you take into consideration the year 1901, we find that
female ratio to male was 972 to 1000. But now it has come to 927 to 1000.
| feel it is happening because there are equipment to know whether it is a
female baby or a male baby. When it is a female baby, the abortion takes
place. Even in the matter of family planning they are coming forward
because they do not want to be blessed with a girl child. In legal terms this
has stopped, but in practical terms it has not been stopped. We have to
see how it is to be stopped in reality. Another thing that | would like to
submit'to the Health
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Minister is that there are no grievance cells in the health centres at the
District level. If any untoward incident happens in a hospital, some people
attack the hospital itself. At that time, the doctors make a hue and cry. The
Health Minister may pardon me for that. ...(Interruptions)... There is a hue'
and cry and violent incidents take place. ...(Interruptions)... | do not accept
violence in any form. We are second to none in condemning the violence.
But sometimes people resort to violence to give vent to their grievances.
Therefore, | would request the hon. Health Minister to take whatever action
is possible for establishing grievance cells at the District levels. Sir,
recently in Tamil Nadu one patient was having severe stomach pain. He
was operated upon. Three months after he again had stomach pain.
Subsequently, he was operated upon again and it was found that a surgical
scissor was left in the stomach by the doctor. ...(Interruptions)... Another
operation was performed to take out that scissor. ...(Interruptions)... It
remained in the stomach of the patient for three months. ...(Inferruptions)...
This is how in a careless and callous manner sometimes operations are
performed. ...(Interruptions)... Sir, | think our Population Policy should be
interlinked with our Health policy. ...(Interruptions)... By mere allocations
we cannot solve this problem. Some involvement should be there. Sir, |
find two lacunae in this regard. The first lacuna | find is on the
administration side. The second lacuna is on the common man side. There
is a gap between the need and availability of medical practitioners starting
from nurses to doctors. If you see how many medical practitioners we have
for per thousand population and compare it even with the Asian countries,
you will find that our number is less.

There is a gap between the need and availability. This is number
one.

The second one is: When they get educated and become doctors
or nurses, they are reluctant to go to the rural areas. For that, we have to
do something. This is not a problem of either one State or the other. This is
a problem prevailing throughout the country from the Himalayas to
Kanyakumari. Therefore, we have to do something. Some steps have
already been taken in this regard. Suppose, if a doctor wants to have his
post graduation, there has to be a condition that he must complete a
certain period of rural assignment. It should be stipulated like that. Once a
person becomes a doctor and if he or she wants to go abroad, then the
intellectuals say that there is brain-drain. | do not agree with it. Let them go.
But, at the same time, they must have some national feeling. After all,
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they are born, brought up and became doctors on this soil. So, they have to
serve here for some years. And, after having served the people and the
country in which they are born-, they can go abroad. That kind of involvement
has to be there. This you cannot make by prescribing any conditions or
enacting any law. This has to be imbibed and inculcated in the mind itself.
Because, education, in India, is unfortunately, helping one to enrich one's
knowledge only. But my concept is different. Education means not only
enriching one's knowledge, but develop one's character also. These two put
together is called education. So, unless this is inculcated, unless proper steps
are taken, this problem is not going to be solved. May be, instead of Mr.
Shukla, some other Member would bring the same Bill again, after a decade,
and some other Member, instead of Viduthalai Virumbi, would address the
same issues. Thus, it will become a continuous chain. Instead, there should be
a full stop and that full stop should enhance the status of the common man in
India.
