Electronic/automatic exchanges 
in Kerala 

*59. SHRI M. A. BABY: Will 
the Minister of COMMUNICA- 
TIONS be pleased to state: 

(a) what is the number of ex- 
changes in Kerala proposed to be 
converted into electronic/automatic 
exchanges during the next year; and 

(b) what new steps are contem- 
plated by Governmant to expand 
the communication net work in 
Kerala ? 

THE MINISTER OF SUR- 
FACE TRANSPORT AND THE 
MINISTER OF COMMUNICA- 
TIONS (SHRI K. P. UNNIKRI- 
SHNAN): (a) About 80 nos. of Ex- 
changes are planned to be replaced 
by electronic exchanges during 
1990-91, subject to availabiUty of 
equipment. 

Major exchanges proposed for 
such conversion/new addition are: 
— 

—10, 000 lines at Trivandrum Medical 
College; 

—7, 000 lines at Ernakulam; 
—5000 lines at Kottayam; 
—3, 000 lines at Tiruvala; 
—1, 500 lines at Alleppey; 
—3, 000 lines at Tripunithura; 
—plus   3, 000   lines   at   Calicut. 

(b) The 8th Five Year Plan pro- 
posals aim at provision of telephone 
connections on demand by 1-4-95 
in all exchanges below 5000 lines and 
for large exchanges meet the demand 
upto 31-3-94 by 1-4-95. The plan 
envisages provision of reliable me- 
dium to all exchanges of 500 lines 
and more by— 

—optical   fibre   cable   system; 
—coaxial cable; 

—cable carrier system; 
—microwave system; 
—UHF system; 
—Junction cable and PCM systems. 

The implementation of plan is 
subject to adequate allocation of 
financial and material resources in 
time.
