(c) A survey was carried out for conver-
sion of Rupsa-Bangriposhi N.G. line to
B.G. and its extension to Dalbhumgarh,
in 1979. The project was found to be
unremunerative and, therefore, could not
be taken up.

On consideration of development of
backward and tribal areas, it has been
decided that the survey already carried
out for its conversion and its extension
would be updated so that the matter
could be reviewed.

Construction of a Platform at Barbil
Railway Station, Orissa

The amount allocated for this work dur-
ing 1989-90 is Rs. 20,000.00.

Production and Prices of Cotton Crop in
the Country

prices last year;

THE DEPUTY PRIME MINISTER
AND THE MINISTER OF AGRICUL.
TURE (SHRI DEVI LAL): (a) The
estimates of cotton production during
1989-90 have not yet become due from
the States. However, according to the
present assessment, the production of
cotton during 1989-90 is provisionally ex-
pected to be about 88 lakh bales.

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(c) and (d) The farmers of important
cotton growing Districts of Andhra Prad-
csh have been hesitant to sell their pro-
duce in cxpectation of higher prices.
However, with increased volume of pur-
chases by the Cotton Corporation of
India (CCI), their has been an incrcase in
prices by 7 to 20 per cent over and above
the Minimum Support Prices in Andhra
Pradesh. The Government have also re-
leascd additional cxport quota of two
lakh bales of long staple cotton for pro-
viding the growers the benefit of higher
prices.
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
