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(b) Integrated Tribal Devclopment
Projects (ITDPs) arc operational units for
implementation of Tribal sub-Plan (TSP)
strategy. The progress made under TSP is
monitored by the Government in terms
of number of Scheduled Tribe familics
economically assistcd. This is not done
ITDP-wise but for the State, as a whole.

(c) and (d) In the State of Madhya
Pradesh against a target of 11 lakh
Scheduled Tribe families to be economi-
cally assisted during the 7th Five Year
Plan, 11,00,589 Scheduled Tribe familics
were actually given economic assistance
by the end of November, 1989 under
various Tribal sub-Plan schemcs/prog-
rammes.
