were airlifted between 10th to 28th 

December, 1988. The items included 

supplies from the various agencies of 

the Government, the Red Cross, and 

donations by private industry. The 

mix of the relief supplies was decid- 

ed in consultation with Soviet autho- 

rities taking into account their prio- 

rities. Indian relief supplies includ- 

ed blankets and woollens, arctic 

tents,. stretchers and hospital beds, 

various categories of medical and 

surgical equipment and drugs. In ad- 

dition, "Prime Minister's Armenia 

Earthquake Relief Fund" has been 

constituted to channelise cash contri- 

butions from private citizens and 

institutions all over India. State Go- 

vernments and the administrators of 

Union Territories were requested to 

facilitate the receipt of cotributions.
