(b) According to the Census 2001, the percentage of literate tribals in
the State and gender-wise is as below:

(c)Apart from the programmes for school education and adult literacy
implemented by the Ministry of Human Resource Development, the National
Literacy Mission, Government of India and the State Government, which
are meant to improve the literacy of all people including Scheduled Tribes,
the Ministry of Tribal Affairs additionally implements the following
schemes:

(i) Under the scheme of Ashram Schools, funds are provided for
construction of residential schools for STs in an environment
conducive to learning.

(ii) Under the scheme of Girls and Boys Hostels for Scheduled Tribes,
Central assistance is given to the State for construction of new
hostel buildings and/or extension of existing hostels.

(iii) Grants-in-aid are released to Non Government Organisations
(NGOs) for setting up schools, both residential and nonresidential,
for tribal children.

(iv) Model residential schools called the Eklavya Model Residential
Schools for meritorious tribal students for Class VI to XII have
been set up in tribal areas in the State and are being supported
through grants.

(d)The new schemes and projects proposed to be taken up during
the Xlth Five Year Plan for improving the educational, social and economic
condition of tribals have not, so far, been finalized.
