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   Harnessing of flared  up petroleum 
Gas

Will the Minister of PETROL- 
EUM AND NATURAL GAS be 
pleased to state: 

(a) whether any process has been 
developed for production of LPG 
and/or kerosene from petroleum gas 
which is at present being flared up 
from different oil fields and refine- 
ries; 

(b) if so, what are the details in 
this regard; and 

(c) what steps are being taken 
to harness the gas being flared up? 

THE MINISTER OF STATE OF 
THE MINISTRY OF PETROLEUM 
AND NATURAL GAS (SHRI 
BRAHM   DUTT): (a) and (b) LPG 

can be extracted from natural gas. 
ONGC and OIL have set up plants for 
extraction of LPG from natural gas 
at Uran, Hazira, Ankleshwar and 
Duliajan. It has been proposed to 
set up a pilot plant for conversion of 
natural gas to kerosene and diesel at 
-BBCL refinery in Bombay jointly by 
National Chemical Laboratory, 
BPCL and Devi Power Gas India 
Pvt. Ltd. 

(c) Following steps have been 
takan to reduce flaring of gas. 

(i) Compression and transportation 
facilities have been augmented 
and are proposed to be aug- 
mented further. 

(ii) Fall-back consumers are beings 
encouraged- so that they can 
take the gas when the regular 
consumers fail to do so. 15% 
discount on the basic price of 
gas for the fall-back consumers 
is available. 

(iii)   Additional consumers have 
been developed to improve the 
low offtake  caused  by low/ 
delayed offtake of committed 
consumers.
