Project in Karnataka. Madam, the establ-
ishment of Mangalore Refinery and Pet-
ro-chemicals Project is delayed for one
reason or the other during ali these years.
This project was cleared by the Planning
Commission about six years ago. In the
year 1987, the Government of India ap-
proved the project to be set up A
triparute agreement has already been
signed in June,1987 between the Govern-
ment of India, the Hindustan Petroleum
Corporation Ltd. and the Indian Rgyor
Industries Ltd. of the Aditya Birla group.
Consultancy contract for preparation of
detailed project has also been signed in
June, 1988 Detailed project report is
already under preparation and is likely to
be submitted to the Government of India
very soon. The said project is likely to go
on stream during early 1992, but no work
has been started so far.

The State Government has *agreed to
provide all assistance, infrastructure ang
support requested for by the project au-
thorities. Karnataka State Government
has already taken advance action on
some 1important items like acquisition of
land measuring around 1350 acres, con-
struction of barrage for water supply.
construction of approach road, etc. Be-
sides that, even in regard to the down-
stream industries the State Government
has taken action by commissiomng the
Engmeers India Limited for preparation
of techno-economic feasibility report
which has been furnished to the Depart-
ment of Chemicals and Petro-chemicals
and Government of India.

Madam, I urge upon the Government
that formal clearance of the project
should not await submission of the DPR
Which 1s more 1n the nature of a bluep-
rint for implementation. Hence I request
the Government to fulfill the aspirations
of the people and a long-standing com-
mitment to our State. I hope that the
Government will seriously think over this
