moving. The prices aiso have gone up. The 
price per kg. of rice in the countryside is 
about Rs. 8 / - or Rs. 9 / -. It is selling at eight 
or nine rupees per kilo! The people have got 
no work and they are not in a position to 
purchase rice. There is no work, there is no 
ration, and, as a result, deaths, starvation 
deaths, have occurred. 
[TheVice-Chairman (Shri B. Satyanarayan 

Reddy) in the Chair] 

I have got the details about those people 
who have died of starvation. But, due to 
paucity of time, I do not want to give the 
particulars. But, Sir, if you permit me, I 
would mention the names and other, 
particulars of those persons who have died. 

Shri Ganghain Karbang, 55 years, died due 
to starvation, on the 15th January. 

Bishnu Lakhmi Karbang, 25 years, died on 
the 21st January, due to starvation. Both of 
them belong to one family. 

Rambarma Reang of Shurmun Village, 
Kalapani Panchayat, also died of starvation. 

Ratan Mohan Tripura, aged 50, of 
Demchera Block died on the 9th February. 

Kacha Krai Tripura, aged 35, also died on 
12th February due to starvation. 

All these have died of starvation and that is 
why I have given the particulars. I am 
prepared to give all the particulars and other 
details of these persons. 

Sapta   Lakhmi   Tripura,   aged   50,   of 
Benang Rojapura, Chaomana Blot died on the 
same date. 

One Kamburma Reang ot Sharmila 
Village, Kalapani Panchayat, Kaiichanpu-ra 
Block, North Tripura soid her chil 

just Rs. 400/-! Now, the people are fleeing 
fiom Tripura and since it is in the 

eastern part of the country, it is n^t easily 
reported. Everything is happening. People are 
going to Assam and other places, even to 
West Bengal, in search of work. A very 
seiious situation is developing. 

Sir, if food materials are not immediately 
sent to Tripura, 1 do not know what .is going 
to happen there. You see, wticn the rains 
come, it is not possible to send the food 
materials there. If the rains come and food 
materials are not sent now- itself, then more 
starvation deaths will occur there. 

I, thei efore, lequest the Covernment of 
lndia to see that immediately tood materials 
are sent there and also some anangements are 
made for giving work to the poor people, 
there.
