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(c) 14,939 candidates appeared in the year 2005.

(d) Strict quality and standards in training of pilots are maintained and |
monitored by Directorate General of Civil Aviation (DGCA) officers. However
to ensure availability of adequate number of trained pilots, Government in
the Annual Plan 2006-07, has made a provision of Rs. 12.79 crores for
releasing as Grants-in-Aid to Aero Club of India for procurement of aircraft to
be alloted to identified needy flying clubs, approved by DGCA for conducting
flying training for Commercial Pilot Licence. Government have decided to
upgrade and modemise the tranining infrastructure at the premier flying
training institute namely indira Gandhi Rashtriya Uran Akademi (IGRUA) to
enhance its training capacity from 40 to 100 pilot cadets per annum. Aworld
class flying training institute is planned as a Joint Venture Enterprise under
the aegis of Airports Authority of India, at Gondia, Maharashtra.
