(c) and (d) Among the measures taken by 
Government to increase the exports of sports 
goods include provision of input support 
through increasing the availability of raw 
materials and placing essential import items 
under O.G.L. A Process-cum-Product 
Development Centre has been set up at 
Meerut (U.P.) and a Design-cum-
Development Centre at Jalandhar (Punjab). 
For the year 1988-89 an export iarget of Rs.
