Castes and Back ward Communities.

Government have already 
approved the scheme for modernisation of 
Durgapur Steel Plant at an estimated cost of 
Rs. 2667.6 crores. This scheme is likely to be 
implemented in 4 years time. Details of other 
schemes would be known when the proposals 
come up for  investment  Decisions.
