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Railway Crossing on National Highway  
No. 17 at Margao, Goa 

3317. SHRI JOHN F. FERNANDAS; 
Will the Minister of RAILWAYS be 
pleased to state: 

(a) whether it is a fact that the Railway 
crossing on National Highway No. 17 at 
Margao, Goa poses a great hazard and causes 
wastage of time of traffic, which leads to 
chaos and confusion in that commercial citv- 

(b) whether Government are aware of the 
persistent demands of local bodies and 
Chambers of Commerce to have a 
bridge/flyover at the said  level crossing;  and 

(c) if so, what action Government are 
contemplating in this regard? 

THE MINISTER OF STATE OF THE 
MINISTRY OF RAILWAYS (SHRI 
MADHAV RAO SCINDIA): (a) There is 
some detention to road traffic, when the level 
crossing gate is closed for the passage of 
trains. 

(b) Certain representations were received 
in this regard. 

(c) The Railways can undertake 
construction of road-over bridge at the 
location, only after the State Government 
sponsors it, duly agreeing to share the cost, as 
per rules. 

E'ecMflcation   of  Railway      Stations 

3318. SHRI PRAMOD MAHAJAN: 
Will the Minister of RAILWAYS be 
pleased to state; 

(a) what is the total number of railway 
stations in the country; 

(b) what is the number of those which are 
yet to be electrified; and 

(c) what steps are being taken by 
Government to have hundred per cent 
electrification of stations in the country? 

THE MINISTER OF STATE OF THE 
MINISTRY OF RAILWAYS (SHRI 
MADHAV RAO SCINDIA): (a) There are 
8,546 railway stations including  halts on  
Indian Railways. 

(b) 2173 railway stations including halts. 

(c) Of the 2173 non-electrified stations 
only 651 qualify for electrification as per 
extant norms. Work is in progress at 251 
stations and 78 more have been proposed in
