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(ii) Voluntary agencies are being en-
couraged to take up tree planting and 
related activities on wastelands and 
financial assistance is also provided for this  
purpose. 

(iii) The State Governments have been 
advised to encourage private sector wood-
based industry to develop linkages with 
farmers having wastelands for Taising the 
raw-material requirements of the industry. 
For industrial plantations, the National 
Bank for Agriculture and Rural 
Development extends refinance support 
upto 70 per cent of the bank loan so that 
credit support is available from the 
commercial banks to the corporate sector at 
a preferential rate of interest of 12.5 per 
cent.
