Sir, I would like to mention here some 

other biotechnological projects which can be 
easily taken up in Madhya Pradesh.    These 
are: 

(1) Tissue culture propagation of 
bamboo. 

(2) iotechnical   industry. 

(3) R and D Projects. 

(4) Manpower development. 

Sir, with respect to the importance of 
biotechnology programmes to be introduced 
in Madhya Pradesh, I appeal to the 
Government of India to make necessary 
provisions for the same at the earliest. Thank 
you. Sir. 

THAKUR JAGATPAL SINGH (Madhya 
Pradesh): Sir, I am also associating myself 
with this.

SHRI SUKOMAL SEN (West Bengal): 
Sir, I would like to refer to a fact which 
shows how callously and in an indifferent 
way the Union Health Ministry is acting i-in 
vital sectors of medical treatment and medical 
research. 

Sir, in Calcutta the Chittaranjan Cancer 
Hospital, a very old hospital, and the 
Chittaranjan National Cancer Research 
Institute were amalgamated together at the 
instance of the Centre under the name and 
style of "Chittaranjan National Cancer 
Institute" with the Union Health Minister as 
the Chairman and the State Health Minister as 
the Alternate Chairman. 

Sir, its first meeting was held on the 7th of 
March, 1987 in New Di hi. In that meeting it 
was decided that fos the Plan budget the Cen-
tre would contribute 75 per cent and the State 
Government would bute the rest 25 per cent 
and| that for the non-Plan budget the State 
would provide 55 per cent and the Union 
Government would provide 45 per cent. These 
decisions were to take retrospective effect 
from the 1st of April, 1987. But after the 7th 
March, 1987 meeting in New Delhi no 
meeting of the society could take pUice 
because of the most non-cooperative and 
indifferent attitude of the Union Health 
Ministry. As a result, what has happened is 
that the functioning of the institute, both as 
regards treatment as Weil as research, has 
come to a stand-still, and the State 
Government is spending money to run the 
affairs of the Institute for medical treatment of 
the cancer patients. 

You know, cancer treatment is very costly. 
The equipment are very costly equipment. 
Though, according to the society's provisions, 
the Central Government has to bear a share of 
the expenditure f°r this, the Central 
Government is not sharing it. The entiro 
responsibility has now devolved upon the 
State Government. This is how the Central 
Health Ministry is behaving towards cancer 
treatment and cancer research. 

Sir. this is causing great hardship to the 
patients because many of the sophisticated 
machines are going out of order, and the State 
Government is not in a position to put them in 
order because of lack of funds necessary for 
putting them in order. The Research Centre 
also is not in a functioning state: 

I would request the Central Government, 
the Union Health Ministry to rise up to the 
occasion at least for a serious disease, a 
dangerous disease like cancer. Serious 
research work was going on in the Institute. 
Many patients not only from Bengal but from 
many other parts of eastern India also get 
admitted there. There treatment is suffering 
because of this attitude of the Union Health 
Ministry. The research work is also being 
seriously affected. I would like the Union 
Health Ministry to rise up and to take 
necessary action to hold the board meetings 
and to see that the society functions properly 
and duly allot the funds required to be allotted 
to the society by the Central Government.
