SHRI SUKOMAIL SEN (West Ben-
gal): Sir, T would like to refer tc a
fact which shows how ca]lously and
in an  indifferent way the Union
Health Ministry is acting in vital
sectors of medical treatment and me-
dical research.

Sir, in Calcutty the Chittaranjan
Cancer Hospital a very old hospital,
and the Chittaranjan National Can-
cer Research Institute were amalga-
mated togetheyr at the instance of

. the Centre under the name and style

-t

of “Chittaranjan  National Cancer
Institute” with  the Union Health
Minister 'ag the Chairman and the
Stale Health Minister as the Aller-
nate Chairman.

Sir, its first meeting was held on
the Tth of March, 1987 in New
Delhi. In that mecting it was decid-
ed that for the Plap budget the Cen-
tre would contribute 75 per cent
and the State Government would
contribute the rest 25 per cent
and that for the non-Plan budget
the State would provide 55 per
cent and the Union Government
would provide 45 per cent. These
decisions were to take retros-
pective effect from the 1st of
April, 1987. But after the 7th
March, 1987 meeting iy Neyw Delhi
no meeting of the society could take
place because of the most non-co-
operative and indifferent attitude of
the Union Health Ministry, As a re-
sult, what has happened is that the
functioning of the Instilule, both as
regardg treatmemt a5 well ag resear-
ch, has come to a stand-still, and
the State Government is spending
money to rup the affairs of the Insti-
tute for medical treatment of the
cancer patients.
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treatment is
The equipment are
very costly equipment. Though, gzc-
cording to the society’s provisions,
the Centra] Government has to bear
a share of the expenditure for this,
the Central Government ig pot shar-
ing it, The entire responsibility has
now devolved upoy the State Gov-
ernment. This is how the Central
Health Ministry 1s behaving towards
cancer {reatment ang cancer res-
earch,

You know, cancep
very costly.

Sir, thig i causing great hardship
to the patients because many of the
sophisticaled machines are going
out of order, and the State Govern-
ment is not in a position to put them
in order becausc of lack of funds
necessary for putfing themy in order.
The Research Centry also is not in
a functioning state:

I would request the Central Gov-
ernment, the Uniop Health Ministry
to rise up to the occasion at least for
a serioug disease, a gangerous disease
like cancer, Serious research work
wag going opn in the Institute. Many
patients not only from Bengal but
from many other parts of castern
India also get admitted there. There
treatment is suffering because of this
attitude of the Union Health Minis-
try. The research work is also being
seriously affected. I would like the
Union Health Ministyy to rise up and
to take mecessary action to hold the
boarq meetings and to sece that the
society functions properly and duly
allot the funds required to be allot-
ted to the society by the Central Go-
vernment. .
