The milk producers in the country are getting remunerative prices 

for the milk produced by them. 

(b) and (c) No, Sir. The major brands of bottled water are being sold in the 

country at a rate ranging from Rs. 10 to Rs. 12 per litre, whereas sale price of 

milk in the country varies from Rs. 15 to Rs. 21 per litre which is higher than 

the price of bottled water State Governments/State Dairy Federations have 

autonomy to fix the prices of milk. 

(d) and (e) No, Sir. Government is not contemplating the possibility of 

formulating National Policy on animal husbandry. However, Government of India is 

formulating a National Livestock Policy which covers several aspects of animal 

husbandry also.

got the figures for all the months. But if you see the figures of November, the latest 
figures, the selling price of the milk per litre in Shimla is about sixteen rupees 
per litre; in Lucknow, it is twenty rupees; in Delhi, it is seventeen rupees; and in 
Ahmedabad, it is twenty rupees. So, the average price is about seventeen rupees 
and fifty seven paise. That is the average price of milk in most of the cities in the 
country. That is the reason why the reply has been given like this. 

Now, the reply to the second question which has been asked is this. There 
are certain schemes which the Government of India has introduced through the 
State Government. For instance, suppose somebody wants to buy cows or 
buffaloes and wants to set up a small dairy, there is a scheme. As per that 
scheme, the Government of India, through NABARD, provides certain money to 
the farmers. But this scheme was started only last year. We would like to see the 
overall impact of the scheme for one or two years, and then we would like to 
expand the scheme.

SHRI SHARAD PAWAR: I have not got any information of this type of a 

proposal sent by this, particular organizaiton, but definitely, I shall gather the 

information, and if there is some good proposal, we will be happy to support it 

financially. 

SHRIMATI PREMA CARIAPPA: Sir, I would like to know from the hon. 
Minister what are the steps being taken to improve milk yield by improving the 
cattle breed, provision of better veterinary care and by improved infrastructure 
facilities. What are the various efforts being made to develop poultry and fisheries to 
supplement the income of people who are depending on that? 

SHRI SHARAD PAWAR: Sir, the solution is that we have to improve the 

breed. There are two alternatives before us. One. we have to select 
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the excellent quality of indigenous breed and try to protect that indigenous breed, for 

example, take the cows like Tharparkar, Sahiwal. These are indigenous breeds, 

which are quite useful. Day by day, we are not getting a big number of these types of 

breeds. It is our responsibility to protect them. Certain programmes have been taken to 

expand and protect these types of breeds. Second thing is cross-breeding. A massive 

programme has been taken for that also. We have brought up to 20 per cent of cows in 

this country under cross breeding. But cross breeding is not a soulution. We should 

not totally depend on cross breeding. We have to keep a balance between cross 

breeding and indigenous breed. That is the overall thinking of the Government. Now, 

so far as various schemes are concerned, there are certain schemes which have been 

introduced by the Government of India like National Project for Cattle and Buffalo 

breeding, Foder Development, National Scheme for the Dairy Poultry Venture 

Capital Fund, Intensive Dairy Development Programme and Strengthening 

Infrastructure for the Quality and Clean Milk Production. In fact, this scheme has been 

recently introduced in October 2004 with initial provision of 30 per cent outlay. The 

objective of the scheme is to improve the quality of the raw milk produced and 

procured at the village level. Substantial financial support has been provided by the 

Government of India to the scheme.
