(b) Both National and Regional TV ser-
vices are available to approximntsly 13.885 
villages in Andhra Pradesh presently covered  
by the   IV signals. 

(c) to (e) In the State of Andhra Pradesh, 
schemes for the establishment of a high power 
(10 KW) TV transmitter each at Anantnpur 
and Tirupati (in leoacment of the existing low 
power transmitters); a low power transmitter 
each at Adilabad. Srikakulam and 
Ramagundam; and a TV transposer ech at 
Vijayawada and Visakhapatnam are under 
implementation as part of the Seventh Plan. 
All these projects (except the high power TV 
transmitter at Tirupati  are scheduled to be 
completed dacing he Seventh Plan period.
