(c) Telecast of family welfare 
programmes by various Doordarshan 
Kendras has been a continuous pro 
cess. A number of steps have been 
taken to bring about a quantitative 
and qualitative improvement in the 
programmes. A series of workshops 
and briefing sessions have been orga 
nised for Doordarshan Station Direc 
tors, Producers and Writers. Detailed 
guidelines and briefs are also provi 
ded for development of programmer 
in accordance with the needs of the 
programme. Besides the telecast of 
one minute family welfare spot on 
the National Network, one minute 
time has also been allocated every 
day on the low power transmitter 
Network between 7.30—8.00 P.M. 
and on the Regional Doordarshan 
Kendras. Review meetings are held 
from time to time to devise ways and 
means to step uP television support 
to the programme.
