In their report, the
National Committeec on Tourism has
cited shortage of air capacity as one
ot the constraints affecting the growth
of tourism to the country.

(¢) and (d) With a view to aug-
menting their capacity, Air-India have
placed an order for two numbers 747-
300 Combi aircraft to be delivered th
Cctober/November, 1988,

Indian Airlines have also placed an
order for the supply of 19 numbers
A-320 Airbug Aircraft to be delivered
in 1989-80. They have alsc heen
permitted to obtain on lease basis five
numbers B-737 Aircraft.

As a step boost tourism, tourist
charters have been permitted to land
in Delly, Bombay, Madras, Calcutta,
Trivandrum, Goa and Bangalore.
