KIDWAI): (a) to (c) A Statement is laid on
the Table of the House.

Statement

With view to providing easy access to low
cost housing materials and techniques,
Government has decided to set Up a national
network of Building Centres. The Housing &
Urban Development Corporation has been
entrusted with the overall responsibility of
implementation of this programme and
monitoring its progress.

While its is proposed to ultimately set up
at least one Building Centre in each District,
setting up of 100 uch Centres has been
envisaged during the current year. The State
Governments/Union Territory Administra-
tions have been requested to identify the
districts/locations where the Centres may be
set up and forward their requisite proposals
to HUDCO.

The main functions of the Building
Centres are the following:—

(ii) imparting training to local artisans and
unemployed youth in low cost building
technologies and promoting the upgradation
of traditional construction practices and
technologies;

(iv) promoting low cost house designs
suitable to the life style of the local people.
