financial allocation for the Operation
Blackboard. The financial allocation
made for the year was Rs, 1,463 cro-
res.

SHRI L, P, SHAHI: Sir, as is well
known to most of the hon. Members
here, after the floods, a team is con-
stituted by the Central Government
which goes and assesses the amount of
flood damage, whether it is in regard
to roads, projects, school buildings or
crops destruction. So, that is done by
a separate Ministry of the Govern-
ment of India. They assess the
damage.
