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initiate, aid, conduct, develop and coordinate
scientific research in Unani Medicine. It has a
network of 29 research institutes and units.
The research comprises clinical research, drug
research, literary research and survey of
medicinal plants. In addition, the Council also
carried out work on drugs standardisation.
During the 7th Plan a sum of Rs. 650 lakhs
has been proposed for CCRUM to enable it to
carry out its activities.

A National Institute of Unani Medicine is
being set up at Bangalore to function as centre
of excellence for Unani education.

A separate faculty of Unani Medicine has
been set up at Ajmal Khan Tibbia College,
Aligarh during the 7th Plan period.

Collaboration of film makers with
NCERT for educational TV Programmes
