(a) Following Prime Minister's state
ment at the Third Special Session of the
U.N. General Assembly devoted to Dis
armament on 9 June, 1988, India tabled
far-reaching proposals on a whole range
of disarmament issues, The centre-piece
of these proposals was a time bound
Action Plan for wushering' in a nuclear
weapon-free and non-violent world order.
The Action Plan presented Indian called
for inter-alia, the complete elimination of
nuclear  weapons by the year
