country. And, being in this profession, they are very vulnerable. Recently, in Anchra Pradesh, five
nursing students were sexually assaulted in a nursing college. It is unfortunate to note that this
college is run by an elected representative. So, the situation is very much serioug, and some action
has to be taken immediately. Similarly, there are reports, even fram Delhi, that there is mental
torturing on these nurges, apart from sexual agsaults on them at thelr wark places. And they are not
getling even the minimum wages. In such a situation, the Government has a respaonsibility to ensure
the safety of the nurses and nursing students. Therefore, | urge upon the Government to give proper
instructions to all the State Governments to ensure safety of the nurees, who are warking in different
parte of the country, and also ensure the safety of those students who are studying in nurging
colleges. Similarly, Sir, no labour law is applicable to nursing homes in Delhi where these nurses are
working. They are nat getting minimum wages and they are suffering. There are various kinds of
attacks on them. In some cases, action was taken against those nurges who were speaking in their
maother tongue, Malayalam. This ig the situation. Therefore, urgent steps must be taken in order to
engure the application of labour laws in the nursing homes in Delhi. We must ensure their safety and
security and strong steps must be taken in cases of sexual assault against nurses and nursing

students.
