Availability of Natural Gas for power generation and other national priorities at affordable price

throughout the country

SHRI TAPAN KUMAR SEN (WEST BENGAL) : Sir, | beg to call the attention of the Minister of
Petroleum and Natural Gag to the availability of Natural Gas for power generaticn and ather national

pricrities at affordable price throughout the country.

THE MINISTER OF PETROLEUM AND NATURAL GAS (SHRI MURLI DEORA) : Sir, the
production and supply of natural gas started ina major way in the country with the commissioning of
the Hazira-Vijglpur-Jagdishpur (HVJ) line by GAIL in the year 1987. However, with no major
discovery of gas for several years, the demand far outstripped the availability. The first step towards
bridging the gap between demand and supply of natural gas was taken when the country embarked
on an accelerated programme of exploration and production through the New Exploration Licensing

Palicy (NELP) bidding rounds in 1299,

Till the year 2008, the domestic availability of natural gas in the country was 105 million metric
standard cubic metres per day (mmscmd), of which about 28 mmemd was through import of LNG.
Against this, the estimated demand of natural gas was around 27 mmscmd. With the
commencemeant of gas production fron KG D-6 fields and increased impart potential of Liquefied

Natural Gas (LNG), the gap between demand and supply has come down.

As on 31.3.2009, the domestic availability of gas in the country was 105 mmsomd, out of which
ghout 53 mmezcmd was produced from nominated fields given to Ol and Natural Gas Corporation
(ONGC) and Oil India Ltd. (OIL), 24 mmeomd from pre-NELP fields cperated by various
Contractors, and 28 mmecmd was imported gas in the form of LNG. Out of thig, about 40 mmsomd
gas was being supplied to power gector, gbout 30 mmecmd to fertilizer sector and & mmecmd for

city gas distribution projects.
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
