The ESIC and the Ministry say that Orissa Government is not giving 25 acres of land which is
required for the medical college. Whether Orissa Government is really not giving the land or the ESIC
is not interested in having a medical college in Orissa, we do not know. But, Orissa State, as a

whole, is losing a medical college proposed by the ESIC.

I, therefore, urge upon the Labour Ministry to discuss with the Orissa Government to get the
required land for medical college or the ESIC may also directly purchase 25 acres of land and start a
medical college or else Orissa people and ESIC personnel may start agitation programme to press for

their right for having a medical college and a dental college of ESIC in Bhubaneshwar, Orissa.
