THE LEADER OF THE OPPOSITION (SHRI ARUN JAITLEY): Sir, | am extremely grateful to you
for permitting me to make a special mention of & matter of great impartance. Yesterday, the Indo-
Pak Joint Statement has been igsued after a meeting at Sharm-al-Sheikh, between our Prime
Minister, Dr. Manmchan Singh. and the Prime Minister of Pakistan, Shri Gilani. | am gucting one
sentence from the text of the joint statement: 'Action on terrorism should not be linked to the
composite dialogue process and these should not be bracketed.” Sir, this, certainly, has come to the
entire country as a surprise and algo as a disappointment. This involves a reversal of a long-standing
Incdian policy where we have always believed that crogs-border terroriem, State-sponsored
terrorism, or terroriem emanating from the Pakistani sail really cannot continue and, at the same
time, a compesite dialogue between India and Pakistan continue, becauge such a dialogue will not
really be fruitful.

In view of this, Sir, we really expect the Government to make a statement in the House falowed
by a detailed discussion as to what has prompted this change of policy, as far as the Government ig
concerned, that the de-bracketing and the de-linking of action on terror from the compaosite dialogue
process are taking place.

Sir, the proclamation in relation to the State of Jharkhand will cease ta
operate on 18th July, 2007, unless this Houge decides to extend it for & further period of six months.
We must, therefore, either have an elected Government in place by 18th July or extend the duration
of the President's rule. However, the Governor of Jharkhand has informed us that even after the
lapse of five months, the political situation remains & stalemate in Jharkhand. No political party or

In Dhanbad, 1279 cases have been
instituted. Now, the capital and all the major cities of the State, today, are in the grip of big urkban

crime lords.

Sir, now | come to Naxalism. Mr. Home Minster was kind enough to visit Ranchi to take an
overview of the Naxal problem there. We thought that after his visit, the situation would improve.
Today, Sir, aut of 24 districts of Jharkhand, 20 are in the grip of Naxal violence. Sir, Ranchi is the
capital of Jharkhand. Jamshedpur is the industrial capital of Jharkhand. You travel from Ranch to
Jamshedpur, you will know that the Nexalites really control those areas. Recently, we heard that a
person had withdrwan a huge amount from bank and he was kidnapped. He s not traceable il date.
So, the larger issue foday i=t Jharkhand is the sanctuary for MNaxalite activiies. They will do
something in Bengal, take shelter in Jharkhand which is adjacent toit. They do something in Crigsa,
take shelter in Jharkhand. They do something in Ambicapur in Chhattisgarh, take shelter in
Jharkhand. It was very important to take note of these incidents when the President’s Rules was in
cperation, | believe, the hon. Home Minister recognises the critical importance of Naxalite prablem.
Today, Naxal influence, Maxal mechanigation and the entire State is completely overpowered by
Maxalites. Kindly see what happered in Ranchi three days ago. A big consignment which went from
Delhi with Walkie-talkies, electronic gadgets, satellite phones, etc., was detained at Banchi Arport.
\Where was the consignment going? It was going to Palamu. Sir, Palamu, today, is the hot bed for
Maxal activities. So much so, In the last election, no Naxal sympathizer won there as & Member of
Lok Sabha. What | am trying to say is abaut the enormity of the Naxalite problem in Jharkhand,

which the han. Home Minister is also aware of. We would, certainly, like to know from the hon.
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Minister as to what preventive and other pelice action has been taken in the last six months when the
State of Jharkhand was directly under his control. Sir, these are the igsues, The last six monthe, if he
admits, have seen a stalemate. Then, certainly, we would like to know from the hon. Home Minister
1o pleage answer very clearly as to why the House was not dissolved when bath the Houges of
Parliament had appraoved your first Proclamation.

Sir, |am only referring
to paragraph 70. It says and | quote, "Whether it is a case of existing Government losing majority
support or of installation of & new Government after fresh electiong, the act of the Governor in
recommending disgclution of the Azsembly should be only with the sole object of preservation of the
Conetitution and not promation of political interest of one party or the ather.” If the Supreme Court
wag also constrained to take note of it by setting aside the entire recommendation of the then
Government, it is high-time that the Government must learn a lesson. The people of Jharkhand want
a new Government. The people of Jharkhand want a new popular and accountable Government and
thig should not be delayed on the alleged plea that the stalemate still continues. We want immediate

dissolution and, therefore, rejection of this extension of the President's Rule. Thank yau.

Recently, the Geclagical
Survey of India conducted & study there and they have found rich depoeits of gold there. But what
happens to Jnarkhand and to the Jharkhand people?

Ye have to
take care of the tribals. We have to take care of the people of Jharkhand. What happens to the
royalty on coal 7 The State Government is losing something to the tune of thousand crore of rupees
per annum. Earlier, there was a proposal according to which from 1994 to 2006, the State
Government was getting royalty of 21 per cent. Now, that royalty has been reduced to 13 per cent.
Some hybrid formula has been adopted and that hybrid formula has further jiggered Jharkhand and
its resources. | would urge the Government to please look into this matter very carefully, study it and
reject this hybrid formula that has been proposed by Or. Bangarajan, who is our cdleague now. |
wolld urge the Government to go back to ad valorem royalty whereby you give, at least, 21 per cent
royalty to the State. In this way, Jharkhand Government will get its due resources. There was a
famous judgment in Samata case relating to Andhra Pradesh. An NGO had approached the Supreme
Court and the Supreme Court gave a judgment saying that whenever any industrialist or PSU does
mining of any mineral, 20 per cent of the profit should be used for ecological restoration and
development of habitation in and arcund those mines.

V. MAITREYAN (Tamil Nadu): Sir, | rige to oppose the Government-sponsared Resolution
extending the Presidential Proclamation under article 384 for & further period of six manths, with
effect from 12.7.09. The Courts and Parlament, owver a pericd of time, have arrived af some
consensus on the pre-conditions required for invoking the President's rule under article 356 of the
Constitution. Imposition of President's rule is only on the inability of a State Government ta carry out
ite function according to the provisions of the Congtitution. A perfect example of this was the
impasition of President’s rule under article 366 in 1991, when the DMK Government was dismissed in
Tamil Nadu. Even if the President's rule was extended for another period of six months then, nobody
wolld have objected tao it. But, in case of Jharkhand, there was no breakdown of law and order.
There was only a breakdown of political arithmetic. The cangtitutional machinery in Jharkhand did not
collapse, but the political arithmetic calapsed. So, one can understand why the President’s rule was
imposed for the first time in January, 2009. At that time, the arithmetic had broken down, and there
wag no way of a stable Government being formed at that time. But this is not sa in this case, when it
has been impoged for the second time now. The Central Government should have held elections to
the State Azsembly along with Lok Sabha elections in May, 2009, In the alternative, it could have
done it at least post-the-electionz. When it was ite moral, legal and constitutional obligation, yet the
Centre chose to extend the President's rule for the second time. And, the ruling party's alliance
partner-DMK-its Chief, recently, rekindled the bogey of State autonomy-chose to support the
extension of President's rule, so much for State autonomy ! ...

That is
the meaning. Now, the reason as to why he should still not agree to ug is simple. | have something to
do with Jharkhand from the Party's side. It has nothing to do with the Parliamentary work. Since | am
involved there for the last one year, | am well vergsed to gpeak on that. We have not dissclved the

House because we don't want to throttle the demaocratic process.
(MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN - in the Chair)

Taday, there are 73 MLAs, elected by people. They have not yet given any kind of nctice to the
Governcr to form government or have made any claims. That means that they still exist ag far as
Congtitution is concerned but without government. The latest 3C judgement, about which you have
referred, refers to article 356 as far as dissolution of the House is concerned. That itgelf is a sufficient

answer for me to say that the Governor today cannot recammend digsclution, or, the Central
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Government should revoke the Rule, when there are 73 people still considering themselves as to

whether they should go far government or not.

As far as Congress Party is caoncerned, we were never interested in it. There was nothing like a
‘hidden agenda” because fram day cne, fram 2002 till today, the legacy of all that has been said and
dane is there for us to see. The people there are disease-stricken, stunted, half-clothed, half-fed,
whatever it is.

Members wha bave participated in
this rather lang debate on a very short Regcolution. | can understand the anguish and cancern of

Members, especially those representing the State of Jharkhand. | share them.

Siry | first came to this House with the Resolution to approve the proclamation imposing
President's Rule that was approved by this House on 26.02.2009. Under the Bommai judgement, the
House couid not have been dissalved before the proclamation was approved. After 26.02.2009, there
was a choice of either allowing some time far the House that was in suspended animation to be able
to throw up a new Government, or, dissolving the House. At that time, et us recall, there was no
uranimity of opinion that the House should be digsolved immediately after 26.02.2009. Efforts were
made by several political parties — and | can =say with a certain degree of confidence, nat the
Cangress Party — to try and form a Government. That effort did not succeed. In the meanwhile, on
the 2nd of March, if | remember right, the Election Commission announced the schedule for the
Parliament elections. Therefare, the guestion of halding Assembly Elections in Jharkhand along with
Parliament elections did not arise at that time. We did not have enough time to evolve a consensus
among political parties, dissolve the House and hold Assembly elections along with Parliament
elections. The Parliament elections have now thrown Up a new Central Government. We assumed
office on the 22nd of May; a Government has been formed, and | have come to the Houge at the
earliest opportunity, in the first Session of Parliament to say we will hold elections in Jharkhand at the
earliest opportunity. But, whether we keep the House under sugpended animation ar whether we
dissolve the House, 1t is necessary to extend President's Rule. In fact, | heard a AIADMK
interpretation of the Constitution, which | don't understand. He said, you dissolve the House, and
then go for an election. But, even if we agree to dissolve the House, we must extend President's

Rule. So, al that this Resclution says is, please extend President's-Rule, and you have my word that
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we will hold electiong, as early as possible. We will write to the Election Commission to fix the date
for electiong, and | am canfident they will fix the date for electiong, ag early ag possible. And, when
elections are annaunced, the House will be dissolved. In the mearnwhile, there is only a Governor's
adminigtration there, with three Advisors. Members have repeatedly pointed out that large parts of
Jharkhand are under the influence or contral of the Maxalites, there must be some people's
representatives for sometime, at least, to voice the grievances of the people. These representatives
today effectively or ineffectively will be able to voice the grievances of the peaple. There are 30 from
the BJP; there are 17 from the JMM; there are only ¢ from the Congress. Let them try, at their best,
to be able to voice the grievances of the people, even to the Governor's admiristration. But the
moment electione are announced by the Election Commizsion, the House will be dissalved and
elections will be held. Let there be no apprehengion. | can say on behalf of the Congress Party, |
have the authority of the Congress President to say the Congress Party will take no steps to form any
Government there. In fact, there have been four Governments in Jharkhand since 2000. Now, | want
everybody to take this in the right spirit. There have been four Chief Ministers. It 2o happened that all
Tour Chief Ministers are now Members of the Lok Sabha. Three of them are products from the BJP
biradarr. Mo Minister in Jharkhand, ever since it was formed, has come from the Cangress Party. Mo
Chief Minister has come from the Congress Party. If good work had been done in Jharkhand — and
nobody seems to think that good work has been done in Jharkhand If good work has been done in
Jharkhand, you are welcome to take the credit. But, if bad things have been done in Jharkhand, you
must have the courage to take the blame algo. | am not making any judgement out of it. | said, if

good work has been done, pleaze take the credit.

THE LEADER OF THE OPPOSITION (SHRI ARUN JAITLEY): ...that is because of your miniscule

presence in the State. It is like the BJP saying, ' don't have a former Chief Minister from Tamil Nadu.
SHRIP. CHIDAMBARAM: Andl you will never have in the future alsa. ...(Interruotions ).
SHRIARUN JAITLEY: You don't have strength in Jharkhand.

SHRI P. CHIDAMBARAM : The point is, we are trying to do our best and | can confess, | have not
been able to pay special attention to Jharkhand mainly because of the Parliament elections. But, now
in the time between taday and the date elections will be held, | will try to pay a little more attention to
Jharkhand to see if some things can be set right. A number of Members who are acguainted with the
matters there pointed out a number of deficiencies. | will do my best to see whether the
administration can be toned up, bring same relief to the people until elections are held and a popular

Government is thrown up.

Sir, It Is not correct to say that nothing has been done In President's Rule. A number of steps
have been taken. On the law and order side, 88 new police stations have been created. In 97 palice
stations on the Naxalite affected areas, we have provided buildings, vehicles, better communication,

congstruction of barracks, toilets.
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I the special branch, we have appointed 1,750 peaple. 14 additional companies have been raised in
the Jharkhand armed palice. The farkfand.net now connects all the police stations in Jharkhand.
More constables have been raiged. The police to population ratio is now 144 constables to 1 lakh
paopulation. We have increased the Budget for palice force fraom Rs.520 crores in 2004-05 to Rs. 1,700
crores in 2008-02. The revenue collections have improved. The implementation of the Plan has
improved; for example, in 2004-05, the Plan expenditure as a proportion of Plan size was only 56.7

per cent;in 2008-09, it has increased to 83.37 per cent on a larger Plan size of Rs.8,015 crores.

Sir, we have also taken a number of developmental measures. For example, we have approved
the Suwali Irrigation Scheme for Be.88.56 crares. We have get up the Jharkhand State Food and Givil
Supplies Corporation. We have approved Re. 885 crores rehabilitation package for the Heawy
Engineering Corporation (HEC), which will revive HEC and erable the Jharkhand Goverrment to

take back 2,342 acres of surplus that is not used by HEC.

On the Budget side, we have a larger Budget for 2009-10. The Plan outlay is B=.9,565 crores ., 59
per cent of the total Flan expenditure is revenue and 41 per cent is capital. Central assistance is
expected to be about Re.3,047 crores. Jharkhand still hag a revenue surplug. So, | do not think we
need to get too warried about because Jharkhand still has a revenue surplus. If it has an overall fiscal
deficit, it is because of the capital expenditure. | think, Jharkhand can still be put on the path of
growth and development provided the people of Jharkhand, as | sincerely hope they will, throw up a
sfrong, stable Government. Whichever party gets the mandate in Jharkhand must learm to govern.
Unfortunately, every Chief Mirigter, who has been in Jharkhand, has been played by digsidents,

horse-trading, floor crossing, azs a resull of which, Governments have been unstable and weak.

It is my sincere hope that the pecple of Jharkhand will vote wisely, elect a stable and strong
Government and then we will have a five-year pericd of stability, growth and development in
Jharkhand.
