SHRI PRASANTA CHATTERJEE (\West Bengal): Mr. Deputy Chairman, Sir, it is tearnt that the
hon. Minister for Rallways has decided to inaugurate the Kaolkata Metro Rallway Services extension
portion between Tollygange to Garia on 23rd August, 2009, The announcement to thig effect has
alreacy been made by the Minister hersell without consulting the Government of West Bengal, which
iz sharing 33 per cent of the fotal cost of this project. It is & fact that the people of Kolkata are
demanding the extension of the metro services fram Tallygange to Garia and the completion of
project is a very welcome step. The Government of West Bengal extended its full caoperation ta fulfil
the demand of people and up to 3%t March spent so far Be.221.44 crore for this project. Bven the
Government of West Bengal shares the 33 per cent of the escalated cost of this project. Initially, the
project cost was Re 496 crore, then subseguently revized to Rs 207 .49 crore and then further revised
to Rs. 1032.76 crore. The 33 per cent cost is barne by the State Government. The State Gavernment
also arranged to rehabilitate 500 families which were residing on the banks of Tally Nallah. Not only
that, the State Government allctted land for construction of metro rail services without any cost. But
the han.
