Demand to take effective steps to check sexual abuse

of children in the country

DR. GYAN PRAKASH PILANIA (Rajasthan): The "Study on Child Abuse: India 2007 conducted
by the Ministry of Wamen and Child Development acknowledges that child sex abuge takes place in
achoals. One out of twa children in echools have faced sexual abuge. And overall, more boys than
dirls face various forms of sexual abuse ranging from inappropriate touch, exposure to pornography

or viclent sexual assault.

What is worrisome is that the perpetrators are not necessarily adults. "The abuser could be from

the peer group or an older student.”

A study on child abuse in Kolkata found that four out of ten boys faced sexual harassment in

achools.

Similar study on Clasg Xl students of schools in Chennai, it found that one out of two boys had

been abused as compared to two out of five girls.

It has been proved that boys are egually, iT not more, viulnerable to gexual abuse as girls. 48 per
cent boys and 35 per cent girls faced sexual abuse. The national study found that the child abuse

gained mamentum at the age of ten and peaked between 12 to 5.

The degree of abuse varies accarding to age. In the upper schoal (class [X to XI1), it could turn

into homosexuality or forced sex. 'Boys get vary scared and secretive.
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
