How will the investor be attracted to a country
which is so uncertain and unsure about the tax regime, it has in place, where tax benefits are
introduced one year and then withdrawn, in some cases, retrospectively? | urge upon the Finance
Minister to take steps to ensure investors that the tax holiday, promised this year, will not be
withdrawn next year when the companies have already made investments and are ready to actually
avail the promised benefits. Pronouncements and commitments, made by the Government, need to
be followed in letter and spirit, and, also, before the Government makes them, it should have a clear

intent of following them.
