Concern over racism against Indians abroad

SHRI SANTOSH BAGRODIA (Rajasthan): Sir, | rise to commend the attention of this House
to recent incidents of racist violence against Indian students and professionals in different
countries. Even as the Government has taken up the issue with the Australian Government, and
despite the concerns shared by them, the attacks have continued. The Australian authorities
continue to live in denial, unable to see a definite racist pattern, they consider such attacks as
part of urban life. The advisories that have appeared in media in the wake of racist incidents
suggest that Indians attracted such attacks due to their inability to assimilate in local community.
One wonders if suggestions are being made for forced assimilation by subsuming cultural
identities. Some have suggested recession in local economy as the cause behind racial attacks.
Therefore, these incidents must also warn us of the limitations of current free trade regime that
champions only the free movement of goods and capital without addressing the issue of free
movement of professionals and students who carry their ideas, skills and cultures along. Any
dislocation in economy exposes the violent divisions among the communities. Essentially, our
Government has the responsibility to safeguard the interests of our citizens. Lack of career
prospects has compelled our students to move abroad. The pending proposal to allow foreign
universities to open their campuses in India will give our students an access to quality higher
education at comparatively affordable price without exposing them to racial hostility. | support
