Concern over widespread poverty and malnutrition in the country

DR. JANARDHAN WAGHMARE (Maharashtra): Sir, India aspires to be an economic world
power. Despite recession and meltdown, our economy is not threatened. The Economic Survey
2008-09 paints a very rosy picture of India. But, the other side is dismal and dark. We have 260
million under-nourished people in India. They constitute 27 per cent of the world's under-nourished.
About 46 per cent children under three years suffer from malnutrition. Hunger and disease are our

greatest enemies.

What is the root cause of this malady? It is, of course, poverty and inequality. Poverty

and inequality have been our age-old curse. They are responsible, by and large, for malnutrition,
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unemployment and health problems. We have failed in providing the basic needs of life.

Small children in adivasi and remote areas suffer from hunger and malnutrition. The Government
of India has passed the National Rural Employment Guarantee Act which ensures employment to the
BPL families for one hundred days in a year. But, this is not enough. Like primary education, work

also should be made compulsory. It should be a Fundamental Right.

The labour classes can hardly meet their basic needs. Can we think of an inclusive society in
such a situation? Unless we generate employment in rural sector, we cannot give justice to the poor
people. It is said that India is the richest nation of the poorest of the poor. It should be a welfare

nation and we have to take care of that. Thank you, Sir.
