taking up a Special Literacy Drive for the residual illiterates in 15 to 35 age
group. The following eight districts of Andhra Pradesh have also been
included in the low literacy districts for special intervention:

2. Vizianagaram
3. Medak

4. Adilabad

5. Kurnool

6. Karimnagar

7. Srikakulam

8. Nizamabad

(c) and (d) The Government of India has sanctioned a project for
eradication of residual illiteracy in all the eight special literacy drive districts.
According to the information received from the State Government 17.88
lakh persons have been enrolted under this programme.
