(d) An advisory to all State Govemments and Union Territories is being issued to
judiciously use available storage giving priority to drinking water, to take over successful
exploratory wells of Central Ground Water Board not yet taken over and make use of ground

water to meet the situation and to prepare water budgeting for each reservoir.
Ground water pollution

hrought out three reports on ground water pollution in Manali, Ambattur and Chrompet industrial
areas in Chennai. According to the studies of CGWB, the presence of toxic heavy metals viz.
iron, lead, chromium, cadmiurn and manganese have been found in the ground water of these
areas. These reports have been provided to the State Government of Tamil MNadu for appropriate

action.
