per cent in 2006;

(b)  if so, whether the population living below poverty line has come down in the meantime;
and

(c)  Government’s plan and targets fixed inthis respect to be achieved by the end of 20107

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE MINISTRY OF PLANNING (SHRI V. NARAYANA SAMY) t (a)
As per the Warld Bank Report entitled “Global Economic Projects for 20097, the percentage of people
in Indlia living on less than $1.25 & day is 41.6 per cent far the year 2006.

(b)  The Planning Commission estimates the number of persons Iiving below poverty line at
natiocnal and State level, separately in rural and urban areas from the large sample survey on
household consumer  expenditure conducted by the National Sample Survey Organization (NSSO)
at an interval of approximately five years. As per the latest available estimates for the year 2004-06,
the number of perscns living below poverty line is estimated to be 301.7 million accounting for 27.5%
of the total population. As such, official estimates on poverty after 2004-05 are not avallable. The
World Bark document “Global Foonomic Progpectus for 20097 has given the poverty estimates for
2005 and has projected that the percentage of persons living on less than $1.25 a day in the country
would decline to 25.4 percent by 2015,

(c) Mo targets have been fixed by the Planning Commission for population living below the
poverty line by the end of 2010, However, the Eleventh Five Year Plan (2007-12) envisages reduction
in the headcount ratio of consumption poverty by 10 percentage points. The Government ig
implementing a number of poverty alleviation programmes such as = National Rural Employment
Guarartee Scheme (NREGS), Swarnjayarti Gram Swarozgar Yojana (3GSY), Indira Awass Yojana
(IAY), Pradhan Mantri Gram Sadak Yojana (PMGSY), Swarna Jayanti Shehri Rozgar Yoana
(SJSRY), Integrated Child Development Services Schemes (ICDS), Mid-day Meal Scheme,
Targeted Public Distribution System (TPDS), Antyodaya Anne Yojana (AAY), Jawaharlal Nehru
National Urban Renewal Migsion (JNNURM)), National Rural Health Mission (NRHWM), etc.
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
