The sickness in the system in which a custodial crime and the criminal who committed that
crime in Police uniform escaped justice for 19 years was rewarded with promotion after promotion
while the young girl, the fourteen year old child — | would call here was so traumatised because once
she reported the sexual harassment case against her, not only was she harassed by the Police
Officer but her brother had false cases foisted on him. He was taken to the thana. He was beaten
mercilessly, as a result of which that young girl felt so helpless and so traumatised that she
committed suicide. Ninteen years later, this criminal has finally been found guilty but what has he got

as punishment? Just six months imprisonment.

And, the day he was convicted, he was out on bail within 10 minutes ! Is it not shame for all of
us? | want to state that it is not anybody else but a very sensitive family — Anand and Madhu Prakash
and their brave daughter Aradhna who were friends of the victim — stood 19 years as witness in this
case. They refused to be cowed down. As a result of which the criminal has, at last, been found to

be guilty. My point is, how long are we going to tolerate these kinds of cases in which our young girls
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
