(a) whether Origea has not recsived any amount from NCCF for the severe floods in Crissa in
June and 23 September 2008; and

(b) ifso, the reasons therefor ?

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE MINISTRY OF HOME AFFAIRS (SHRI MULLAPPALLY
RAMACHANDRAN): (a)and (b) The State Governments are primerily respansible for undertaking
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relief and rebabilitation measures in the areas affected by natural calamities. The Government of India
supplements the efforts of the State Governments by providing financial and logistic support, where
necessary. Financial assistance to deal with natural calamities ie provided to the States from the
Scheme of Calamity Relief Fund (CRF), which is supplemented by the National Calamity
Contingency Fund (NCCF) in the wake of calamities of severe nature.

Calamity Relief Fund (CRF) has been corstituted for each State, which is contributed by
Government of India and the State Governments in the ratio af 76:25. Central share is released in two
equal installments-first in June and second in December. Additional financial assistance ig also
provided from National Calamity Contingenay Fund (NCCF) in the wake of natural calamities of
severe nature.

Thus the first charge of relief expenditure is on CRF. Funds from NCCF are released only in the
event of calamity of severe nature where funds available in CRF account of the State are inadequate
to mest the situation.

The State of Orissa has been allocated an amaount of Rs. 328.97 crore in CRF for the year 2008~
(% congisting of Re. 244.73 crore as Central contribution and Rs. 82.24 crore as State contribution.
The st installment of the Central share of CRF amaunting to Rs. 123.365 carore was released to the
State, on 25th June 2008. The Government of India had released, anamount of Rs. 300.00 crore, as
per details given below, in October 2008 to enable the State Govt. to undertake relief operation in the
areas affected by floods of 2008:-

report of the Inter Ministerial Central Team, recommendations of the Inter-Ministerial Group and the
norms and guidelines for expenditure from CRF/NCCF, approved the following assistance:-

() PRe. 389.29 crore from NCGF subject to adjustment of 75% of the balance in the GRF
account:

(i) Rs. 7.67 crore from Special Component of Accelerated Rural Water Supply Programme
(ARWSEP) + the ccet of deployment of IAF charges for airdropping of essential supplies, based on
actual .
