The Child Sex Ratio (CSR) for the age group of 0-6 years in 2001 had decreased to 927 girls per
thousand hoys as against 945 recorded in 1991 Census. As per the Mational Crime Record
Bureau (NCRB), total of 86, 125 and 96 cases were reported in the country during 2005, 2006
and 2007 respectively, State/UTs wise details of cases reported are given in the Statement-|
(See below).

(b) Amendment to the Pre-Natal Diagnostic Technigues (Regulation and Prevention of
Misuse) Act, 1994 to make it more comprehensive has been carried out in 2003. Further
amendments were discussed in the meeting of Central Supervisory Board (CSB) held on 12th
December, 2007.
