It
has been conveyed to them that such attacks should not be allowed to happen and that it is the
responsibility of the police authorities in particular to ensure the well-being and security of our
students in Australia.

Zardari on the sidelines of the SCO-BRIC summit in Yekaterinburg on 16th June, 2000,

(b)) to (&) There was a detailed discussion on India-Pakistan relations. Prime Minister
emphatically conveyed to President Zardari India’s expectation that the Government of Pakistan
will honour its commitments to take strong and effective action to prevent the use of Pakistani
territory for terrorist attacks on India. Pakistan was specifically asked to act against perpetrators
of terror attacks on India and to dismantle the infrastructure of terrorism in Pakistan. The
Pakistan President explained to Prime Minister some of the efforts made by Pakistan to deal with
the matter and the problems faced by them in this regard. It was agreed that the issue of
terrorism which is the primary issue to be addressed would be discussed hy the Foreign
Secretaries of the two countries before the leaders of India and Pakistan met on the sidelines of
the NAM summit at Sharm-el- Sheikh, Egypt in mid-July, 2000,
