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types of automobile tyres for the year 1986 is 
given in the enclosed statement. (See below) 

(b) and (c) Fixed rate of excise 
duty have been levied on different 
categories of tyres replacing ad 
valorem rates vide notification dated 
17th March 1985. While these-rates 
have not been revised, the prices of 
tyres have increased considerably 
thereafter and the incidence of duty 
have come down. The incidence of 
sales taxes on tyres varies from 
State to States. The excise duty 
collection from tyres, tubes and 
flaps for the last three years is as 
follows!:  ,

1987. There are no financial demands from 
the employees Union. 

(c) and (d) The closure of Khadi 
Emporium and its other branches . has not 
affected the artisans. Only the employees 
working in Bombay Khadi and Village 
Industries Association have been affected. 
However, this has affected the cash flow to 
the institutions in South supplying material to 
these establishments.
