However, Air India constantly makes an 
endeavour to induct more modern aircraft 
into its fleet to improve services and on the 
basis of the plans now prepared, .the cost 
of replacement/augmentation of the Air 
India fleet upto the year 1995-96 has been 
estimated at fus . two thousand . crores.
