On the basig of a liquid milk mar-
ket survey of Delhj made in 1980, it
is estimateq That the household de-
mand for milk in. Delhi during 1988
will be about 20 lakh Iitres per day.

Even tlough there hag been 5 gene-
ral fall in the procurement of fresh
milk due to drought, the combined
level of supplies of approximately
9.00 lakh litres of milk per day by
Delhi Milk Scheme (DMS) and

Mother Dairy during Februsry and
March, 1988 wag more than what
they supplied during the corespond-
ing pericd of the previous years.
However, as the private dairiey and
Slate Cooperatlve Dau-y Federations,
who are selling milk in Delhi, have
increased their sale prices, the de-
mand for DMS and Mother Dairy

milk -has increased considerably.

In order to ensure that more milk
is available to household consumers,
it has recently been decided that
DMS will also stop supplies' of milk
to hotels and other commercial insti-
tutions ang also reduce the cuanti-
ties of milk to be supplied to home
delivery agents. DMS has also stop-
ped processing standardiseg milk so
that more toned milk becomeg avail-
able to the consumers through DMS
booths. The Delhi Administration
has also promulgated an order pro-
hibiting the manufacture, sale etc. of
milk products. Supply of milk to
fthe consumers hag been restricted
tc two litres per heag on firsy come
first served basis. In order to ensure
availability of more fresh milk pro-
curement prices have been increased.
