Look at the speech
which Mr Buta Singh has made, Accord-
ing to the amended version of Mr. Buta
Singh, the Chief Minister of Andhra Pra-
desh was supporting forces which were
working against the interest of the nation,
I would like to ask the Home Minister
who were these forces and if these forces
are agamst the interest of the nation, why
are you permilting them to function? 1Is
it not your duty to put them behind bars?
