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less young women and girls from families 
coming from Bangladesh I also from some 
districts of West Bengal tor selling them for 
prostitution or for exporting them to variou, 
districts in Uttar Pradesh and to other places 
d even to foreign countries like Pakistan and 
the Arab and Gulf countries, by alluring them 
in the name of marriage, have come to light 
in the investigative reports carried in the 
columns of "Jugantar", in its issues of 2nd 
and 3rd November, 

Sir, most of these poor migrant families live 
in the various slum areas around Delhi like 
New Seemapuri and Such other places, This 
has now become a wide sperade social 
menace and it is alio that the police 
authorities of Delhi hardly take any notice or 
care to help or rescue these women even 
though they are informed of these cases. In 
many cases , lack of legal travel documents 
like passports and visas force these people to 
lie low and evade police attention. This situa-
tion favours the interested people, the 
rocurors of women and girls and the agents of 
the flesh trade, who exploit the helplessness of 
these poor people, particularly young women 
and girls and this is how the veritable and 
wide-spread business, the flesh trade, goe, 
on. 

Sir. the whole matter now has assutnecl      
serious proportions and needs to be looked into   
by  the   Government,   particularly   by the   
police   authorities   of   Delhi   and   the Delhi   
Administration.   Thank   you,   Sir.
