Sir,
I was indeed very happy to read in
the newspapers this morning that
in the Lok Sabha this question was
raised and the leader of the Telugu
Desam Party strongly refuted this and
said that his party had nothing to do
with it, that Mr. N. T. Rama Rao had
nothing to do with it. Sir, no responsi-
ble party would inaulge in this sort of
act, T have no doubt aboutwit in my
mind, But whoever is guilty of this
sort of insane act of disfiguring - a
genuine note should not go unpun-
ished. 1In fact, T examined this note
inter ada with the help of Mr. L.K,
Jha who happened to be the Gover-
nor of Reserve Bank of India and we
found that the note was a genuine
one rupee note and it was disfigured
by putting thig sort of a photograph.
It amounts to soiling and disfiguring
a note and in fact it is a very pro-
fane act; it is a sacrilege against a
very sacred institution of any coun-
try with ity own currency. . It is
very obscene and a very flagrant out-
rage against a sacred institution.
